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1 801, 1 2th July
—"One of the Elders stated

that the Rev. Mr. Wright had informed the

Right Reverend the Bishop of Nova Scotia of the

forwardness of their new Church, and that it was
this congregation's wish to have Divine Service

performed therein, which had met with the

Bishop's approbation, and that the Rev. Mr.
Wright had, in consequence thereof, agreed to

administer Divine Service in their new Church,
on Sunday next, and had this day given public

notice thereof.

1 801, 19th July—This day being Sunday the

new Church of St. George was opened with
Divine Service, when the Rev. Mr. Wright
delivered an excellent sermon, and was assisted

in performing that service by the Rev. Mr.
Stanser, Rector of St. Paul's.

"His Excellency, Lieutenant Governor, Sir

John Wentworth, Lieutenant General Bowyer,
commanding His Majesty's Forces, with their

respective suites, with the principal inhabitants of

this town attended this solemnity ; and proper
music having been provided several German
hymns and Anthems were sung and masterly
performed to the satisfaction of a numerous
congregation.
