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Thomas D. Crawford was born in the County of Brant
on October 28th, 1828, and died February 20th, 1884.

He was the second child in a family of six children.

His father, Seth Crawford, came to Canada from the

State of New York as a missionary to the Indians, and

after many years of faithful service, died in the year

1848, respected and loved by all who knew him. In

1 85 1 the subject of this obituary was married to Miss

Eliza Weaver, daughter of the late Mr. Abel Weaver,
and shortly after settled upon the farm in Brantford

Township, which his father had procured from the

Indians. On this farm he spent a peaceful, happy life

with his family, and was held in very high esteem by

all his neighbors.

He was the father ot five children— two sons and

three daughters — all of whom survive him.

The deceased was for many years a prominent mem-
ber and Deacon in the First Baptist Church in Brant-

ford, and was universally admired for his conscientious

devotion to the church which he loved, and also for his

many excellent qualities as a christian gentleman. His
