DOMINION POLICE HAVE |
PLACED MANY IN ARMY

Since the commencement of their
work in Toronto and the central On-
tario district the Dominion police, un-
der direction of Capt. Tom Flanagan,
have placed 1,831 Military Act
defaulters in the army. In the /week
just ended the Dominion police put
164 defaulters into uniform. In this
district the Dominion police have in-
vestigated, during the comparatively
short time they have been in office,
the cases of 99,600 men who were al-
leged to be draft act defaulters, This
work was all carried on in a busi-
nesslike manner without an wunkind
word being employed. It is stated
that the work of the Dominion police
in the other military districts in Can-
ada is to be mode along the lines
of the system ado by the police
of Toronto military/district, owing to
the uniform s of the methods
used in M, D, No. 2.

All Aliens Subject to Draft
To Be Used in Some Service

A definite ruling has been made by
the Ottawa authorities as to the dis-
position of draftees who are of alien
enemy birth or origin. It is now an-
nounced that draftees who are Brit-
ish subjects by birth, but of alien en-
emy parentage on the paternal side,
will be transferred to forestry and
rajflway construction depots, and will
Pproceed overseas as members of such
units. Draftees of alien enemy birth,
altho naturalized British subjects,
however, will not be included in over-
seas drafts, but will be transferred to
the garrison battalions or to other
noncombatant units for service in
Canada. In this way all aliens who
are subject to the Military Service
Act wiil be used in some form of mili~
tary employment or other,

SUGAR FOR PRESERVING,

Order-in-Councilt Will Arrange for
Special Increase Allowed.

The government food board has an-
nounced that special arrangements by
‘order-in-council are to be made at an
early date so that housewives may
procure extra supplies of sugar for
canning purposes. The law at pre.
sent, that no one may have more than
enough for fifteen days’ use in the
house, does not make any allowance
for preserving, and this will be taken
care of under special orders.

TRACED AT UNION

First Church in Toronto of|C

That Denomination Opened
Century Ago.

One hundred years ago the first

Methodist Church in Toronto was de-
dicated by Rev. Culp on the site of
the present Bank of Commerce, corner
of King and George streets. Rov. Dr.
W. H. Hincks last night at Cariton
Methodist Church traced the evoln-
tion and devclopment of the Mothodist
Church in Toronto The first circuit
was opened in_ 1804 when the minis-
ter preached for $80 a year.
Then the women and men sat .on
separate sides of the church, Among
the congregation in the first church
were Thaddeus Osgoode and Jesse
Ketchum. Dr. Hincks contrasgted the
present Metropolitan Church with its
carly sister church.
