any excess in cost. Thomas Myles’ Sons
have retorted with a letter, through their
solicitor, stating that they are prepared to
dellver the coal according to contract, and
tender the coal aceordingly. They also no-
tifv the Board that Inspector McKenzie
“wrougfully and without sufficient reason”
refused to pass And acceptthe coal. ten-
dered last week, and they will hold the
Board responsible for any damages they
may sustain in counsequence of-the “un-
reasonable position” taken by the inspector.
The contract calls for the delivery of about
800 tons of the best Scranton coal,

THE HOOLEY AFFAIR.

Pis Modas Operandi in Promotiug
Companies Inveolved Traflic in
Gilded and Titled Names.

New York, July 31.—The London corres-
pondent of The Tribune cables his paper in
regard to the Hooley affair as follows:
Hooley’s disclosures have justified Lord
Charles Beresford's warning against the
power of money in English society. A more
scandalous story was never heard in the
Bankruptcy Court. His plan of operations
in purchasing and selling companies involv-
ed traffic in gilded titled names. Sometimes
he purchased peers outright, but oftener he
paid bribes to decoys from smart sets, who
introduced noble lords, or procured the use
of their names. When the front sheet of a
prospectus was illumined with the names of
eminent directors, he left his solicitors free
to explain the details of the business, which
was recapitalized, and quieted and ‘‘squar-

ed” city editors with troublesome pens.

The difference between the present market
value of Dunlops and the amount for which
the company was recapitalized is little less
than $12,000,000. This shrinking in value
measures the-losses of credulous investors,
whose eyes were dazzled by the use of bril-
liant soclal names. The names on the front
sheet of that prospectus are said*hy Hooley
to have cost between £00,000 and £100,000,
and the secret press fund was £76,000.”

“He was greater ihan Napoleon,” says
The Dally Grapaic, “for his work cnduras,
He was the greatest personality of his
century, the pivot on wihich everything
importance in the history ot Wurope has
turned-”’

The obituary in The Times occupled thir-
teen columns. “His death,’’ says the
paper, ‘‘removes the greatest personality
in Europe. His carelx was altogetirer &
romance. With all his faults he has re-
mained for most of his countrymen more
of a demi-god than an ordinary mortal.”

Escaped assassination by a step-son of
Karl Blind May 7, 1866.

Organized the North German Confedera-
tion of 79 states and 29,000,000 people, 1867,

Retired from public, life for a few,months
because of ill-health, 1868.

German Confederation, Jun. 1, 1869,

Accompanied the King in the war, with
France, 1870. '

Dictated the terms of peace after the
capitulation of Paris, February, 1871.

Appointed Chancellor of the newly or-
ganized German Empire, 1871.

Raised to the rank of Prince, March, 1872,

Resigned the Presidency of the State Min-
istry, December, 1872.

Re-appointed Prussian Premier, October,
1873.

HISTORY OF HIS LIFE.

Showing the Various Steps Upwardd
Till He Became “The Iron
Chancellor.”

The deceased. statesman was created
Count September 16, 1865, and Prince
March, 1871. He was born of an old noble
family at Schoenhausen April 1, 1815, He led
a4 somewhat tempestuous youth, in the
course of which he studied and fought duels
at the Universities of Gottingen and Greifs-
wald, spent some time In the army, and
subsequently settled down as a country
gentleman, managing the family estates and
discharging the office of inspector of dykes.
Brought up in the political faith of the
Junkers, or Prussian Tory squirearchy, he
hecame in 1846 a member of the Provincial
Diet of Saxony and of the Prussian Diet,
in which he first attracted attention by his
flery speeches in deflance of the old Mon-

archical party.

During the revolutionary period of 1848
the services he rendered in the public de-
bates to the Conservative cause so impress-
ed the Prussian Ministry that he suddenly
found a diplomatic career opened to him.
The representation of Prussia in the Diet
of the old German Bund at Frankfort fall-
ting vacant, the Premier introduced Herr
von Bismarck to the King, who appointed
him to that important post. Here he re-
mained for several years, discharging the
arduous duties of his office with an ability
that won for .him the admiration of ‘the
Prussian court. The remarkable series of
private dispatches which he addressed to
the Prussian Premier are models of diplo-
matic skill and statecraft.

Austria was then all-powerful In the
German Bund, and, supported by nearly all
the other German States, had systematlc-
ally prevented Prussia from exercising that
influence in the counclls of the Confedera-
tion to which, from her position as far the
greatest of the purely German States, she
was justly entitled. From the time of Bis.
marck’s appearance, however, the voice of
Prussia began to have increasing weight.
The successful audaclty with which he
checkmated Austrian intrigue at Frankfort
was the source of constant irritation at
Vienna, and naturally tended to produce
some estrangement between Austrian and
Prussian courts.

Bismarek was sent as Ambassador to St.
Petersburg (1859-62). In May, 1862, he was
promoted to the then most difficult and
important post in the diplomatic ser-
vice—that of Prussian Ambassador at Paris,
where Napoleon III. was then in the plen-
ttude of his power. Flve months later he
was summoned to Berlin and made First
Minister of the Prussian Crown.

The first ten years after Herr von Dis-
marck assumed power are amongst the
most remarkable In modern European his-
tory. Within that brief period he had hum-
bled the Austrian empire, destroyed the
French empire, and created the new Ger-
man empire. v He remodelled the map of
Europe, dismembering Denmark and
France. He enlarged the frontiers of Prus-

sia by the annexation of various provinces,

The German Bund having, at Herr vou
Bismarck's Instigation, resolved to Invade
the Hibe duchies in support of the claims
of the Duke of Augustenburg, Austria,
Prussia and Saxony were intrusted with
the execution of the task; and a avar broke
out In 1864 with Denmark, ruultlng in the
loss to her of the duchies of Schleswig-
Holsteln and Lauenburg. Instead of givin
them uP to the Duke, Bismarck determine
if possible to annex them to Prussia. The
Austrian and Saxon troops were recalled,
and the quarrel eventually led (in 1866) to
a war between Prussia and Austria, who
was joined by Bavaria, Hanover, -Hesso
Cassel, Hesse-Darmstadt and Nassau. The
arms of Prussia were victorious; Austria
suffered & crushing defeat at Sadowa (Kon-
lggratz), in Bohemia. Hanover and the
South German States were likewise van-
quished; and the war, which was over in
seven weeks, led to the treaty of Nikols-
burg, by which Austria was permanently
excluded from the German Bund, and Han-
over, Nassau, Hesse-Cassel and Frankfort,
as well as Schleswig-Holstein and Lauen-
burg, were annexed to Prussia.

The North German Confederation, with
Prussia at its head, was established In
alace of the old Bund, while with the South

erman States an offensive and defensive
alliancd was concluded, giving the King of
Prussla supreme command of all their
troops Iu time of war. Of the North Ger-
man Bund Count von Bismarek was creat-
ed’' Chancellor and President of thé Federal
Couneil.

In addition to these successes, In consld-
eratlon of which the Prassian House of

uties passed a bill of indemnity, for-
giving his former breaches of the cons'i-
tution, Count von' Blsmarck obtained great
Bopulnrit for creating a representative
ranch of the new Federal Government, on
the b#sls of manhood suffrage.

Napoleon IIIL, jealous of the ;Erowlnz
power of Prussla, attempted to obtain some
comPenmtlon for France by the annexation
of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, which
Holland had consented to cede to him. Mt
in this scheme the French Emperor was
thwarted, chiefly by the energetic attitude
of BRishiarck: and in the end the duchv was
declared neutral territory, and the fortifi-
cations of the capital were demolished.

Great as were the events through which
Bismarek had conducted Germany. he was
destined to lead her shortly through greater
events still; notably bJ the defeat of the
French in 1870, the dispute growing out
of the offer of the crown of Spain to Prince
Leopold of Hohenzollern. he King of
Prussia, as the head of the family, had
consented to the acceptance of the honor
afterwards revoked. After a ¢campaign con-
sisting of an unbroken serles of victories.
largely due to the strategic genius of Count
von Moltke, King Willlam was able,
through his Chancellor, to dictate terms of
peace to his helpless assailant,

Of the events in Prince Bismarck’s life
subsequent to the Franco-German war, it
may be mentioned that he presided at the
Congress of Berlin (1878), the Berlin Con-
ference . (1880), and the Congo or Colonial
Conference (1884). In his domestic legisla-
tion Prince Bismarck has been far less for-
tunate than in his diplomatic negotiations.
In his economieal policy, after beginning as
a_Free Trader, he became a Protectionist.
He first largely reduced theé'customs tariff,
and ten years later lmposed héavied dutles
than ever. While he/thus. altenated .the
Liberals, his Mn{ Laws, interfering to an
unwise extent with the religious liberty of
the Catbolic priesthood. led to a long and
bitter struggle with the Roman Church,
and made all its adnerents his bitter ene-
mies. He had previonsly (December 81,
1885,) recelved the decoration of the Order
of Christ from the Pope.

Prince Blsmarck was called the man of
‘“4ron and blood,” because in one of the
first speeches he - dellvered as Minlster- |
President, in 1862,. he said that ‘‘it was not
by speeches and majority votes that the
‘:reat questions of the time would be set-
led, but by iron and blood.”” The Danish,
the Austro-German and the Franco-German
wars form a sigaificant commentary on tkbie
expression. Othe:s phrases attributed to
him are that “Mighr goes bHefors right,”
the: definltion of a journalist as “a man
who has falled in his profession In life,”
and many others. DPrince Bismarck’s name
was very prominently before the nublic
mind In conneetion with the triple alllance
between Germany, Austria and italy.

The Queen, in August, 1889, presented
Prince Bismarck with a full length portrait
of herself. The degree of D.D. was con-
ferred upon him by the University of
Giessen in December, 1888.

Two attempts have been made on Bis-
marck’s life; the first by a lunatic named
Blind on May 7, 1866, at Berlin; the sec-
ond on July 13, 1874, by Kullmann at Kis-
singen. A Bismarck museum, containing
all sorts of objects relative to the Chan-
cellor’s career, has been founded at Berlin.

The resignation of the Prince as Prussian
Prime Minister as well as Chancellor was
announced in February, 1850, but did not
actually occur till March, 17 when dlver-
gentes of opinion between him and the Bm-
peror caused a rupture, Bismarck
left Friedrichsruhe for Vienna on June 14,
1892, in order to be present at the marriage
of his son.
reception at Dresden, where, in his reply,
he announced that he would ne¢ver agaﬁ)
hold an official position. There were no
manifestations at Berlin, but at V'enna the
greatest enthusiasm was ‘evinced.

After this visit the papers for a while
were full of Bismarck and Bis eriticisms on
the Government, but animadversions and re-
torts upon him from the official and semi-
official organs of the Government were few
till the Reichsanzeiger published the eircu-
lar instructions sent to the Imperial rep-
resentatives abroad in May, 1890, just after
the Prince had retired. This document
stated that ‘His Majesty discriminates be-
tween Prince Bismarck of former times
(and of to-day,”” and deprecated the attach-
ment of “‘any practical importance to the
%ress publications claiming to reproduce

rince Bismarck’s vlews.” A despatch to
Prince Reuss, the German Ambassador at
Vienna, - just before Prince Bismarck’s
Vienna journey, was still more emphatic.
It stated that any rapprochement between
the Emperor and his former Chancellor
lacked the indispensable condition that the
latter should be willing to take first steps.
But even if that condition were fulfilled,
the Prince “would never regain any influ
ence in the conduct of public affairs.””
Some political significance was attached
to the welcome given by enthusiastic thou-
sands to the Prince when he visittd Jena
in July. During the year 1800 the Prince
broke out occasionally in ciiticiem of the
Government, and in November he made a
particularly violent assault on the new
Army Bill N

Reconciled to the Emperor.

Since 1890 Prince Bismarck has resided at
his country seat. Especially in the earlier
months after his retirement, counsiderable
friction existed between him and the Em-
peror. In 183, however, the Prince fell
seriously ill and the Emperor sent him a
telegram of sympathy and offered him the
use of one of hig castles to assist his con,
valescence. This offer the Prince declined,
but the exchange of courtesies between him
and the Emperor served to make very mani-
fest the desire of the German people for a
reconciliation.

This was finally accomplished upcn the
Er.peror sending him presents of wine and
ceagratulating him upon a recovery from
an attack of influenza.

Latterly Prince Bismarck has lived In re.
tirement.

LATEST FROM MILES.

Volunteers Surrendering With Arms
and Ammunition—Business
Has Revived.

Washington, July 81.—General Miles, in
command of the Porto Rican expedition,
sent the following despatch to Secretary
Alger, which was made public at 10 o'clock:

Ponce, July 31, 8.85 p.m.
Sceretary of War., Washington:

Your telegrams received and answered by
letter. Volunteers are surrendering them-
sclves, with arms and ammunition, KFour-
fifths of the people are overjoyed at the
arrival of the army. Two thounsand from
one place have volunteered to serve with it,
They are bringing in beef, cattle and other
needed supplies. The custom house has
already yielded $14,000. As soon as all the
troops are disembarked they will be in
readiness to move. Please send any na-
tional colors that can be spared, to be given
to the different municipalities,

1 request that the question of the tariff
rate to be charged in the ports of Porto
Rico occupied by our forces be submitted
to the Presideat for his action, the pre-
viously existing tariff remaining meanwhile
in force.

As to the government and military occu-
pation, I have already given instructions
based upon the instructions issued to me
by the President in the case of the Philip-
pine Islands, and similar to those Issued
at Santiago de Cuba.

Garcia was. that he expected to be placed
in command at this place, in other words
that we wonld turn the city over to him.
I explained to him fully that we were at
war with Spain, and that the question of
Cuban independence could not be consider-
ed by me. Another grievance was that,
fnding that several thousand men marched
in without opposition from Gen. Garcla, T
extended my own lines in front of him and
closed up the gap, as I saw that I had to
depend on my own men for any effective
investment of the place. (Signed) Shaf-

Mission on Lake Simcoe, of which parish
he was the first resident pastor, and whare,
removed from all society, the young priest
had ample opportunity to pursue undis-
turbed the studies to which he was devoted

—frequently conducted by the lght of a
tnlloe\q;' candle, or of the log fire in the
ghanties of the “gettlers” in the back-
woods.

In 1857 he was placed In charge .ot the
more important parish of St. Mary's, To-
ronto, and shortly after the consecration
Dr. Lynch as Bishov of Toronto, 1859, h'e
was appointed rector of St. Michael's
Cathedral, and on Easter Sunday, 1862,,was
nominated vicar-general of the dloceee,‘

In May, 1863, he attended the 3rd Pro-
vineial Council of Quebec as theologian 0
the Bishop of Toronto, and, the followiug
year, visited Rome for the first time, being
Teceived with marked distinction by Pope
Pius IX. The health of Dr. Pinsonneault,
‘Bishop of Sandwich, beceming impaired,
{he hierarchy of the ecclesiastical Province
of Quebec unanimously noménated  Viear-

eneral Walsh as future bishop; the choice
rdue time being ratified by bulls from
the Holy Sce, the consecration taking place
in St. Michael’s Cathedral, Toronto, and
being conducted by Mgr. Baillargeon, then
Archbishop of Quebec, assisted by Bishop
Bourget of Montreal and Bishop Lynch of
Toronto.

In January 1868. Bishon Walsh removed
the episcopal residence from Sandwich to
London, to which city the See was trans-
ferred by a decree from the Propaganda,
dated Nov. 15, 1869, Here unlimited sgope
was afforded His Lordship for the exervise
of his administrative and executive abii-
tiee. A large and pressing debt upon the
dlocese had to be liquidated, the re-organi-
zation of the clergy and missions was
urgent, a number of priests had to be pro-
vided, in many parishes churches and pres-
byteries had to be bauilt or restored and en-
larged, the interests of education demanded
earnest and Immediate attention, and
asylums for the orphan and the infirm had
to be established.

Within three years the entire debt of the
diocese was paid “off, and, In 1876, upom
paying his officlal visit as bishop to Rome,

he was able to report 28 new churches |

built, many of them splendid and costly.
structures, and 17 presbyteries for the ac-
commodation’ of the parochial clergy. An
episcopal residence second to none in the
province had been constructed and was
absolutely free of debt. Three convents
had been buiit, Mount Hope purchased and
paid for, and a splendid new orphanage
erected on {t, In addition to which a hand-
gome new college had been built for the
Basfilan fathers at Sandwich: 20 priests
had been ordained ard over 10,000 chiidran
confirmed. In May, 1881, the corner-stone
of the new cathedral in London was laid,
and St, Peter's was dedicated, June 28,
1885, by Bishop Walsh in the presence of a
number of distinguished prelates.

In 1882, when visiting Ireland, he took
part in the ceremony of the unvelling of
the O’Connell monument in Dublin, havag
previonsly, In 1864, assisted at the lay.ag
of its corner-stone. At the close of the
20th year of his episcopate, Nov., 1887, Le
again repaired to Rome, and assisted at
the Jubllee of Pope Leo XIIL. m St
Peter's. While Bishop Walsh was on his
return to Cancda from this official vist,
Archbishop Lynch of Toronto laid down n
death the crozier which for 28 years he had
carried with so much zeal, and, by a brief
from Rome, dated Aug. 27, 1880, Bishop
Walsh's eventful career as Bishop of Lon-
don closed, and he was appointed to the
Archbishopiric of Toronto, the ceremoies
of the inefallation taking place with great
pomp on Nav. 27. To the duties of his new
charge he applied himself with the same
zeal which had characterized his adminis-
tration of the London Diocese, with resualts
which are apparent upon all sides, the
most conspicuous perhaps being the renova-
tlon of St. Michael's Cathedral, which, in
fts interior decoration, is now one of the
chlef ornaments of Toronto, while the con-
stant visitation of the archdiocese and the
encouragement of students in greatly in-
creased numbers for the priesthood, tesiify
to the activity of His Grace in those im-
portant branches.

Archbishop Walsh has throughout his
career gjven much attention to the affairs
of his native country. In a letter addressed
to the Hon, Edward Blake, M.P., he formu-
lated a scheme for the holding of a graat
convention in Dublin to restore unity in
the Irish party. This convention was held
ih Dublin in 1898, and was attended by
Rev. Father Ryan, 8.J., as the Archbishop's
representative, along with many other
Canadians,
