To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Let me thank you for y our comments 
in tonight’s issue upon the above sub­
ject, even though they are, I think, a 
little beside the mark.

It is not proposed that "discipline and 
punishment" should be in charge of the 
older boys, but rather that the boys in 
the senior grades, who have proved 
their worth intellectually and otherwise, 
should be held to a certain extent re 
sponsible for the good conduct of the 
boys in the grades below, which is quite 
a different thing. Is it impossible to 
develop a code of honor in our public 
schools similar to that which prevails 
among the Boy Scouts? And would not 
that, if gained, be far better than the 
constant resort to the teacher’s strap, 
which is a relic of barbarism and brute 
force rather out of harmony with mod­
ern methods? And would not the Living 
of such responsibility to the boys in the 
senior grades be in itself a most valu 
able education of character and serve to 
bring out and develop qualities which 
now receive no development at all. 
qualities of leadership and responsibility 
so essential in good citizenship. As to 
y our bogy of "tyranny," you yourself 
suggest how such unwarranted exercise 
of authority would at once he remedied. 
Moreover. the possibility of such 
tyranny is reduced to a minimum when 
you remember the fact that not one but 
many boys would be at the head. 
Besides, would not all such possible 
imaginary difficulties as you suggest be 
more than counterbalanced by the im­
mense advantage of having the senior 
boys, by the method suggested, all en­
listed on the side of the teachers for the 
good conduct of the school, instead of 
being, as too often now, more or less 
the teachers’ aggravation.

Your last remark is really surprising 
in this democratic country. Why should 
not the child of the “town ash-peddler." 
if he has brains, ability and good char 
acter, he given responsibility in the 
school where he has proved his worth, 
over the “fair child of an aristocratic 
family”? Surely it is worth, not birth, 
that counts in this country.

BASLE, Switz., Jan. 19. —The Ger- 
man Government, according to a dis­
patch from Berlin, has appointed Count 
von Brockdorff-Rantheau, the foreign 
minister, and Philipp Scheidemann as 
the heads of the German delegation to 
the peace conference. The Govern­
ment has drawn up lines of policy 
which the German delegation “must 
follow.”
