Knowles of Moose Jaw

Parties That Farmers Insist on Radical Move
—Meighen 'Explains Attitude on
Free Wheat.

Serves Notice on Both

Ottawa, April 27~W, B, Knowles,
Liberal member for Moose Jaw, made
the members on both sides of the
house sit up tonight by the message
be brought from western Canada, He
said the western people were pleased
with free wheat, -but they wanted
free lumber, free implements, much
freer trade with the United States
and a radical reduction of the pres-
ret tariff. He hoped all the west-
orn members in the next parliament
would act as a unit in enforcing the
demands of their constitucnts. The
people wanted certain Pegisiation,
and they did not care a copper whe-
ther it came from the Liberals or
from the Conservatives, He did mot
believe that the western M.P.'s should
be tied up with either pol ical party.

“I am not in favor O e west
scparating from 1ihe east at the
present time, althc we get no benefit
from the 'connection And lour poor
homesteaders pay heavily for it.”
Mr. Knowles declared in conclusion,
and added that the refusal of the
government to make frze wheat a
permanent policy
an indication that they were unwi’l-
ing to meet the wastern farmers half
way.

Meighen Resumes Debate.

Mr. Knowles made the last speech
in today’s sitting upon the budget
debate, which was resumed this after-
noon by Solicitor-General Meighen.
Mr. Meighen defended the action of
the government, tho in a somewhat
apologetic manner. He said that he
did not take back any of the arguments
which had been made against free
wheat in the past, and read market
quotations to show that the only re-
sult of free wheat had been to lower
the priceg in the United States, while
keeping them stationary In Canada.
He justified free flour upon the groun1
that a tariff duty of 50 cents a barrel
was of no value with flour selling at
$15 a barrel

On the whole, however, the thought
free wheat could be justified upon two
grounds; first, it would give a better
price to the Canadian farmers who
had low grade wheat on hand which
they could only dispose of in the
United States: and second, would re-

thove a long standing grievance of the |

western people. The west, he .said,
was unarimous for free wheat altho
in his opinion the free wheat agitation
had been inspired and maintained for
no economic reasons, but only to
penefit the Liberal party.

Scott’'s Effective Speech

Hon. Willlam Pugsley supported
the - Turriff amendment, which calls
upon the government to make free
wheat permanent by legislation.

IN EMPIRE COUNCILS

Speakers at Round Table Meeting Voice Thei:
Country's Right to Have a Say in Future
Imperial Deliberations.

Canada to the British Empire before a
capacity audience at Convocation Hall
last night, but a conference of all
shades of political opinion in which all

were in striet accord with the senti-
ment for a closer co-operation -and
unity among the nations making up
the great British Commonwealth upon
whose, ideals the liberty of the world
depended. That Canada’s participa-
tion in the war and the obligations
she had assumed had earned for her
representation in the imperial councils
and a voice in determining the destiny
of the empire was the predominating
note of the meeting. It followed that
when she had contributed in blood and
money and had accepted responsibil-
ity in taking part in the conclusions
of Britain, co-operation was neces-
sarv in matters of the empire.

But as to how that co-operation was
to be made most effective for the
common, good and the nature founda-
tions upon which organization could
be built, remained a problem. Siry
William Hearst dismissed at once the
claim that the destiny of Canada lay
in annexation with the United States.
That was an unpatriotic and ungrate-
ful policy, and as unthinkable as the
other contention that Canada’s future
lay in alienating herself from the rest
of the empire and assuming a posi-
tion of independence. Whatever feel-
ing existed aloing these lines before
the outbreak of the war had been ob-
literated in the common bond of suf-
fering and sacrifice on the sanguinary
fie'lds of France.
