ALDERMEN TURN DOWN
THE NEW BOXING BILL

,The Way They Talked About it Was . Interesting—No Fire In-
vestigation—Permanent Pavement Matter Faiis to Get
Through But Goes to Committee—Pet2rs’ Sa'ary to Re-

main as Now.

The city council held two sessions yes-
terday afternoon and evening and trans-
acted a large volume of business. The net
result of the meeting is that Engineer
Peters’ salary remains as it is at 31,08_0
per annum, the propositions to increase it
to $1,200 and to retire him on an allow-
ance of $500 per year being voted down.
The matter of permanent paving on Ger-
main street and Paradise Row, for which
only. one‘tender, that of the Hassam Pav-
ing Company, was received, was sent back
to the board of works.

The investigation of the fire department
was, as expected, killed after a lengthy
discussion and Ald. Belyea’s proposition
to legalize sparring exhibitions up to fif-
teen rounds was also defeated, no change
'being considered advisable by the council
in this regard.

ALDERMEN DISCUSS RING

The lid will remain on in St. Johm, at

least so far as the “manly art” is con-
cerned. Those gentlemen who saw in the
vesolution to legalize fifteen ;oun;ll dbo;-
\ing. exhibitions as submitted by B
:;?rid Belyea, of Guys ward, a faint glim-
gmer of hope that flinty hearted officials
‘would, nn&:r a possible new order of
‘things, permit exponents of the ring game
.to uppercut one another under legal sanc-
tion, must, in the parlance of the sport,
“take the count.”
' Ald. Belyea waxed eloquent in defence
-of his proposition at the council last even-
/ing, but the aldermen—or at least a ma-
jority of them—sat unmoved under the
oratorical swings, jolts and counters of
the modern Sporticus.

Few of the aldermen know anything
about boxing, and still a smaler number
evinced any desire to have their share of
knowledge increased by legally protected
demonstrations.

It was almost 8 o'clock before the coun-
cil got down to Ald. Belyea’s proposition,
and a glance around the committee room
indicated at once that it was doomed to
defeat. No one expected Ald. Hayes,
Kelley, Frink, Wilson, Vanwart, Codner
or Holder to favor anything savoring of
sparring exhibitions. Ald. Potts, Belyea
and Sproul were known to be in favor
of it, while Ald. McGoldrick was open to
suspicion. i

This left Ald. Baxter, and he electrified
the assemblage when he coyly admitted
he had once seen a boxing match. There-
by he unnecessarily incriminated himself,
for no one would ever have known if he
hadn’t given it away. But now the fear-
ful truth is out.

In speaking to the section of the bills
and by-laws report which dealt with the
matter, Ald. Belyea was fortified with a
copy of the bill entitled, “A law respect-
ing sparring and boxing contests and ex-|
hibitions.” Incidentally the board recom-!
mended that the bill be passed and or-|
dained, but even that failed to help it. !

The sponsor of the bill was not sure|
that it exactly met his wishes, but he was:
willing to take a chance on it, and do thej
_best he could. He thought it better to!
regulate the game than to wink at it, |
and pointed out the benefits that would:
accrue by the increased license fee. In!
a measure it would act as a deterrent and!
wounld also elevate the game. He said no;
one could be expected to pay the $100:
fee unless he was prepared to carry out;

a high class exhibition of the manly art, |
an exposition of nature’s own methods of |
defence and without the least taint of !
gutter brawling. Second rate pugilists;
and gutter fighters might as well take to!
the woods for exhibitions under the new:
faw would be such as would not “jar the |
minds or mar the sensibilities of the most !
fastidious.” |

Other cities, he pointed out, had boxing
exhibitions and it was not on record that;

they had suffered the fate of Sodom or|

Gomorrah. Ottawa had them, and if the} i e g e bt o Rgont)

dominion capital could stand it surely St.
John could. Old England had not frown-
ed upon exhibitions of the manly art and

!

yet England managed to get along fairly
well. As a clean athletic sport he pleaded
for recognition of the game provided it
were properly safeguarded and not
abused. The fact that a man knew how
to use his hands did not necessarily lay
him open to censure. On the contrary it
was most advisable that he should know
how to defend himself.

Ald. Codner rose at this juncture to
oppose boxing matches in general. He
admitted he knew nothing about it and
perhaps Ald. Belyea could enlighten him
as to what was meant by such terms as
jolts, uppercuts, or. hooks.

Ald. Belyea offered to demomstrate on
Ald. Codner if gloves were forthcoming,
and it looked for a second as if there
might be some diversion. Apparently
there were no gloves, although Ald. Bel-
yea recalled that he knew of four sets
of gloves in the vicinity of his home and
the young men who uséd them’had never
yet figured in any police court scrapes.

Ald. Codmer continued that boxing con-| ing

tests were degrading and they
be countenanced here. @

Ald. Hayes thought they" were even
worse than that, and attempted to, fig-
uratively, administer a knockout to the
whole discussion by moving that sparring
matches or exhibitions be absolutely pro-
hibited in St. John and any one conduct-
ing or participating in them should be
considered guilty of a misdemeanor. /

Ald. Codner seconded the amendment.

Ald. Potts was not prepared to go as
far as that. The amendment was unfair
to a very large class in the community.
Without sport we could not live, and he
knew some of the best men in St. John
who were quite handy with their “dukes.”
Then ,to show he was sincere, he named
e few. The names if published would
furnish the most interesting part of this
story, but Ald. Potts enjoined a promise
of mecrecy so their light in this regard
must remain hidden. The use of nature’s
weapons he thought commendable, the
abuse of them deplorable; but as a mat-
ter of fact he had seldom found men who
were fond of boxing or other athletic
sport were given to scandalizing their
neighbors as some others were. He
thought it would be unfair to carry the
amendment and sooner than see it pass
he would vote for the motion, but per-
sonally he preferred to let things remain
as they are.

Ald. Baxter said one man had spoken
to him in direct opposition to the pro-
posal. He bad once seen part of a box-
ing matech and he would not oppose it as|
strenuously as he would cock-fighting or
dog-fighting. He favored leaving things
as they are. Men who were prepared to
use their fists were usually less prepared
to use their pens. The man who hid
his identity behind a wall of paper and
waid nasty things was not entitled to as|
much respect as the man who stood up
in the ring.

Here, catching a threatening glance from
Ald. Codner, the west side alderman has-
tened to assure the representative for Duf-
ferin wavd that his remarks had no per-
sonal applicetion. FHe did not enlighten
the couricil, however, as to just who he
did mean. In conclusion, he sgid there
was too much of a tendency to avoid phy-
sical sport.

Ald. Sproul said he had gone to box-
ing matches and had seen nothing objec-
tionable there. He would go again and
would the next day give $5 to a needy
man whith was more than some of the
opponents of the game would do. No
one disputed him and his remarks closed.

Ald. MeGoldrick admitted that he had

Montréal, Aug. 2—A~ special London
cable says: Speaking with the Canadian
Associated Press in reference to the Times’
suggestion for the formation of a cruiser
squadron for the Pacific, the Hon. L. P.
Brodeur, minister of marine and fisheries,
was emphatic in asserting ‘that if it aimed
at the formation of an lmperial squadron
to be controlled by the admiralty, then it
was losing time as Canada will never con-
sent to such control.

On another subject, that of lighting the
St. Lawrence, the Hon. Mr. Brodeur was
equally emphatic, and stated that the Can-
adian river in that respect was far and
away ahead of either the Mersey or the
Thames.

The Canadian Associated Press learns,
that in order to confirm the official status|
of Canadian government appointees in|
foreign countries and to place them be-
yond any. possible restrictive inflnences of
British resident officials as was attempted
during the Preston controversy in Japan,
whieh might have seriously affected trade
prospeets, the colonial office has consented
to be the medium through which nofifi-|
cation shall be given to foreign govern-
ments of the appointment of any Canadian
official to foreign countries. This, it is
understood, is the outcome of some recent
strong representations which had been
made to the colonial office.

NEARLY 8,000
APPLES ON A

Remarkable Fruit Crops in
Washington State—Approx-
imately $60,000

near Sunnyside, Wash., southwest of
Spokane; reports that the apple trees are

removed .more than two-thirds of the
young fruit to prevent the limbs from be-
ing torn down. Five thousand and thirty-
three well formed : apples were
from a fourteéen year old Grimes Golden
tree, leaving more than 2,500 to mauare.
Only twenty of the apples picked were
wormy. The crop will run twenty Loxes

there are fifty-five trees to the acre, tkis

orchard, the crop will have a value of ap-
proximately $60,000 this season.

Growers in other parts of Washington
say that the crop will be large, running
between 85 and 90 per cent. 'The ccmr-
mercial output of the orchards in Wash-
ington, Idaho, Oregon and Montana preh-
ably will not be larger than last season,
but the fruit will be of better quality and,
as a consequence, it should bring high
prices. Much of this season’s crop will
be exported to European markets follow-
ing the second national apple w»how in
Spokane, November 15 to 20.
