MAGISTRATE INQUIRY OVER

(Continued  from Page 1)
for his liberty. Now he tries to cloud the
issue by talking of the practiee 'of\wthe
court, ‘although he could not give another
instance similar to that of Lenihan.

Taking up the Howes case and the delay
in paying the money into court, he said
that it would not have been paid until
judgment day if the inquiry kad not been
commenced, and adding that if any other
attorney had been Howes’ counsel the case
would have been different.

Mr. Barry said that the difference in
treatment” of attorneys was motorious. As
the result of a difference between himself
and the magistrate the latter out of epite
had- treated “his clients in a way that de-
stroyed his usefulness as a lawyer and had
tried to drive him from the city. He said
that he had suffered this persecution for
years although he was dependent on the
practice of law for his living, as he could
not take hundreds of dollars from the
.province.

“YI am glad these proceedings have been
undertaken to show the public the treat-
ment given the attorneys in the police
court. This matter was put up to me and
I was glad to take it because I had been
injured. It is not Baxter behind this case,
it is Barry. He tried to raise the reli-
gious question. There is no religious ques-
tion; Lenihan is a Catholic, so is Howes,
so is the magistrate and so is Barry.

“Now he saye that Baxter is the arch-
conspirator. What need has Mr. Baxter
with his income and his practice, to mind
~ what the magistrpte does? It is true that
1 have complained to Mr. Baxter as I

“# have complained to others. I have a right

to defend him as Mr, Baxter defended me
when I was starting practise without a
cent. He gave me the use of his office
and his adviee without charging a cent.
That is the kind of man J. B. M. Baxter
is.” '

Mr. Barry then took up the Howes case
and contended that the magistrate was
under obligation to make a return in the
case as soon as the conviction was made.

Regarding the Lenihan case he said that
every opportunity had been given the
magistrate, to repay thé money to Leni-
han, by Mr. Grannan, Mr. Coll and the
attorney-general.

Taking up the evidence given by Mr.
Haney, Mr. Barry eaid that this witness
was a pal of the magistrate’s.

Mr. Barry said he was eorry that the
inquiry was not general but he felt that
the evidence produced regarding the two
charges was sufficient to warrant the
steps which had been taken.

At the conclusion of Mr. Barry’s address
the commissioner announced that he would
forward the evidence and the pleas to the
government for their decision, thus clos-
ing the inquiry.

coast from ' the Orange River to Wal-
fisch Bay.

“During the two days that I had been
in German Southwest Africa,” pays a
writer in Fair Play, “I had heard wonder-
ful etories of the sudden acquisition of
vast wealth. I was shown one’ spot in
the Pomona district where twenty negro
laborers, ‘working under two white over-
seers, “had picked up 60,000 karats of dia-
monds, valued at more than $2,000,000, in
three days and at a point about ten miles
from- Luderitzbuht. 1 wae assured that
two white men had gathered 8,000 karats
worth $300,000 in a single afternoon.'

“Other as +wonderful tales had been re-
lated and I had ceased to wonder that in
Damaraldnd men on horseback as well as
on foot kept their eyes on the ground,
singe anywhere precious stones might lie
under one’s feet. Diamonds have fre-
quently been found in the streets of Lud-
eritzbucht, and more than once I had my-
self experienced a thrill on catching a
gleam from the dirt of the pavement which
on investigation would prove to be from
the fragment of a broken bottle or other
negligible glassware,

“The great mass of the diamonds of
Damaraland are found in the narrow val-
leys between the moving sand dunes, on a
granite surface, with its carpet of three
to four inches of sand, always with a tuft
cgused by the blowing particles. In these
flat places negro laborers in bands of from
ten to fifty, with an overseer to every ten
or twelve men, crawl slowly on | their
knees over the sand in eearch of the gems,
each one carrying a bottle in which he
drops them as they are found.

“Fifty laborers will thus scan about an
acre a day. They. are entirely,naked ex-
cept for a breechcloth and pads for hands
and knees, which with the persons of
their wearers are thoroughly searched
whenever they leave work. One feature
of diamond ‘hunting in Damaraland that
seems almest uncanny lies in the circum-
stances that the same thoroughly search-
ed area may be gone over again in a few
months afterward with am almost equally
successful result as on the first inspec-
tion, proving that these gems are contin-
ually on the march. .

“The coast of Damaraland is like no
other part of the world. For 500 miles
the. giant sand dunes, pushed unceasingly
by the wind from the southwest, are piling
up at the water’s edge to the height of
hundreds of feet, during the periods that
the tide is out, to be undermined and
overthrown when the sea returns. Some
of the largest of these dunes have been
known to move as much as nine feet in
twenty-four hours. The effect when the
incoming tide cuts them down for as
many miles in either direction as the eye
can reach and the ever oncoming sand be-
hind pours over the edge is like a limit-
less brown Niagara. To venture far among
the sand dunes without a compass is to
court almost certain death.”

HIGHER CHARGES BY RAILWAYS

A heavy increase in the charges for goods
left in railway warehouses more than two
days after they have been taken out of
the cars will go into effect on December
9. The change is being made to encourage
merchants to take delivery of their goods
more promptly to prevent the use of the
railway sheds as storage warehouses. The
new charge will be three cents a hundred
on first class goods and six cents for each
succeeding. week, with the increases on
other classes of goods. as heavy in pro-
portion.
