NORE ABOUT STEEL
WORKS FIR ST O

Very definite reports of the mature of
the steel and iron industry which is to
be established at Courtenay Bay are cur-
rent in Fredericton following a visit by
W. F. C. Parsons, chief engineer of the
Drummond Iron Mines at Middle, N. S.
It is understood that the Messrs. Drum-
mond are interested in the proposal to
start a _huge iron and steel works at St.
John in connection with the proposed dry
dock and steel shipbuilding plants.

It is eaid that the plant which ‘it is pro-
pased to establish would have two blast
furnaces of 250 tons daily capacity each,
connected with which there would be a
rolling mill' and bar steel works. Such a
plant would employ 1,000 men and St.
John is declared to be an ideal site for
the industry. C(oke ovens to handle the
by-products would doubtless be established
and it is eaid that St. John would then
have 50 cent gas.

Such a plant as proposed would use
3,000 tons of raw material daily, the plant
being operated 365 days in the year, and
this ore would be supplied from the Drum-
mond Mines at Gloucester, N. B., and
Torbrook, N. S. .

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TWO QUEE
* AGAINST
AT HANDS

Notable Poker Play Which
Wound up Harry Wilder's
Career

* SHARP PLAYERS SURPRSED

Stranger in New York Game Who
Proved Himself an Expert at
Sleight of Hand With. The
Cards i

“I read in a San Francisco paper the
other day that one .George Graham, who
died in some hospital in that city, recent-
ly was supposed to be the man who was
known as Harry Wilder about 40 years
ago,” eaid the gray-haired, young-looking
man in the club smoking room. And he
looked around somewhat curiously to see
if anybody seemed to remember Harry
Wilder. Nobody did.

“Wilder was a gambler,” he continued,
after a little pause, “and he ‘was the first
one I ever knew who seemed to realize
all the possibilities of a gambler’s career.
It was no uncommon thing in those days
any more than it is now to come across
professional gamblers who understand a
great deal about sleight-of-hand, but he
was the first one I ever saw who seemed
to have as much ekill in manipulating
playing cards as the original Hermann
himself.

“I have myself seen him win a large
pot under circumstances that left no
moral doubt of the fact that he won by
trickery. It might have passed for one
of those miracles of luck that will happen
in the best regulated poker games if it
had not been for some other things that
we all knew about him, but as it was
it was perfectly apparent that he was
cheating, though not a man in the room
could say how he did it.

“It seems as if he had determined, in
a spirit of bravado, to wind up e re-
markable series of exploits with one so
daring and original as to excite wonder
and admiration. This particular game
of poker was the last he played in New
York before disappearing, and eo far as
I know he never came back here after-
ward.

“At that time Union Square was prac-
tically the ~uptown centre of New
York. In the immediate neighborhood
could be found everything that made
the young metropolis, even at that day
one of the centres of the earth for those
who craved excitement.

“When Harry Wilder came to New
York from 'nobody knew where, he went
to Union Square. You couldn’t have
kept him away with guns. He was a
perfect stranger to everybody. So far
as I know and helieve he never had a
confederate. Certainly he played a lone
hand in New York, but it was only a
ghort time before he -had the eporting
world - sitting up and taking particular
notice.

“He strolled into Chris. O’Conner’s bil-
liard place, and making himself comfort-
able in one of the many chairs provided
for onlookers, yatched some of the games
that, were goixl on while he waited. He
knew or surmised that he wouldn’t have
to wait long, and when one of the young
dandie¥ of ‘the day asked him in a friend-
ly way if he cared to play a game of pool
he accepted the challenge.

“It was the old story with a variation;
of course, the young fellow was an ex-
pert, who 18 Wilder win the first few
games and then proposed a bet. Then
he let Wilder win a game or two more
and offered to increase the bet.

“It was just what Wilder wanted, and
he took his turn at losing fil the young
shark was convinced that he had secured
a victim, but when it came to important
money Wilder won every time by so nar-
row a margin and with such dumb luck
apparently that the shark kept on till he
had exhausted his resources. And next
day Wilder went to the billiard parlor
again.

“Another\man challenged him this time,
and- for some days the game was under-
taken by one.after another of the clever
\players who made their living off strang-
ers in the place. But, not one of $hem
got any of Wilder's money to keep, and
inside of a week there wasn’t anybody
in New York who wanted to try it any
longer. .

“Then they roped him into a faro bank
and he went cheerfully, though he pre-
tended to know very little about faro
beyond having a emattering of one or
two fool systems such as any beginner
learns about while he is being trimmed.
He undertook to play them, too, in a
childish way that encouraged the deal-
ers at ‘818’ and around at the Gotham to
stack the cards against him till they had
him on the run. But he confused them
three or four times by suddenly shifting
his play, appargitly by caprice, at the
critical moment and got away with con-
siderable velvet before they were con-
vinced that he saw every crooked move
that was made. ‘

“After that he wae steered into Petry’s
old place in Lispenard street and Petry
dealt* faro himeelf one evening while
Wilder sat across the table, but never
again. I don’t know the truth about
that game, but it was' said that Wilder
took quite a wad away from there.

“You may say that was luck, and prob-
ably it was., There isn’t much skill in
fato except in handling the box. But
it wasnt luck, or it didn’t look like it,
when Wilder trimmed some of the best
poker players in the city, as he certainly
did the night I was looking on at the
game in the old Morton House.

“T doubt if there were any bettr play-
ms in the country than the little bunch
that met there, night after night. Harry
Hill was a man who knew a good deal
about all kinds of eport and he testiefid
in court once that ome of the party, a
noted politician in his day, was the best
short card player that he ever knew.

“They played a stiff game, too, for
money was plenty in the crowd, and
there were not many outsiders who cared
to eit in, though the guard at the door
was not particularly strict, and there
wgnld frequently be half a dozen specta-
tors of the game. Tt was pretty well
known where the members of the party
could be found at night and men who
wanted to see them for one thing or an-
other were often admitted and some-
times stayed to look on.

“Wilder's reputation as a sport was
soon established and there was nothtng
strange about the fact that an oppor-
tunity was made for him to eit in at this
particular__game. Nor did it seem strange
afterward that he availed himself of the

Two thousand persons attended the cere-
mony in Winnipeg, and elsewhere it has
been marked by large and patriotic meet-
ings of citizens who appreciated the signi-
ficance of the event. St. John may be
expected to turn out in force.
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with the cool assurance of a man that
was always prepared to enter a contest
of wits.

“He was a good mixer, too, and as the
men who played were not specially fas-
tidious about making acquaintances he
ezsily established himself as a fit partici-
pant in the game and played in it several
times before he pulled off the play that
was talked of for a long time in poker
circles.: He won and lost at successive sit-
tings in a way that indicated ability but
no great gifts on his part, such as would
enable him to do up the crowd. Those
who were watching him were of the opin-
ion that the combined talent in the party
would eventually succeed in putting him
out of the game. And there were not a
few who looked forward with satisfaction
to his eventual discomfiture.

“The last night he played there there
were six in the game. One was the poli-
tician T mentioned. Another was a thea-
trical manager, himself a politician of note
and a heavy plunger, in various kinds of
speculation, including poker. The others
were well known men about town whose
personalities don’t count in this story be-
vond the fact that each one of them was
well qualified to detect anything that look-
ed out of the way.

“It was real poker, such as was in vogue
at the time. Nothing was cver said or
thought about a limit until some player
declared himself all in. Then he had ' a
show for what he had put up, but nobody
asked or cxpected credit. Naturally there
were large wads of cash around the table
and apparently Wilder was as well fixed
as the rest of them.

“During the early part of the game no-
body had been badly hurt. though some
big bets had been won and lost; but pres-
ently there came a hand on Wilder's deal
on which there was considerable plunging
before the draw. He had been closely
watéhed when he dealt, of course, but
even afterward nobody could say he had
scen anything wrong.

“He assembled and riffled the deck in a
casual manner apparvently and offered it
to the player on his right, who gave it the
regulation cut; and if the cut was revers-
ed, as it probably was in picking the deck
up it was done so deftly that no one de-
tected it.

“But there must have been three good
hands out in addition to the cards Wilder
himself held, for the theatrical manager’s
ante was seen by the next player and rais-
ed by the politician. The next two men
dropped. Wilder stayed and the manager
re-raised. .

“After that he and the politician sec-
sawed between them till at last the poli-
tician declared himself ail in. The second
player had seen several raises, but after
putting up nearly $1,000 he had dropped.
feeling that a pat flush was no hand for
that contest. He had ‘it, for he showed it
afterward.

“Wilder, however, had trailed along in
silence, and after the politician hazil call-
ed for the size of the pile Wilder trailed
again, closing the pot. There was over

$20,000 in the pot, an wunusual amount
even for that game, and the two men op-

The others stared in amazement when
they saw that he had only had a pair of
queens and the manager exclaimed:

“ ‘Oh, play poker,> said the manager,
‘if you understand the game. This looks to
me like highway robbery. I'm ashamed to
take your money.’

* ‘Very well,” said Wilder, taking his
last card and laying it ‘with his othere
without looking at it. Then he pulled a
$1,000 bill from his pocket and put it in
the pot.

“There was a full minute of silence ard .

The manager saw it all plagky
enough, but he was a sport himself and
he covered the bet. Then he showed four
Jacks and a king.

“Wilder looked inquiringly at the poli-
tician and he showed down an ace full
Then he turned his own card over. It
was a queen.”
