W "Getting there” is no fun at all for
the traveller in Tokyo since the
city's narrow streets, built for scurry
ing, kimono-clad pedestrians and
creaking ox-carts, have been crowd
ed instead by western-suited Japanese
and Detroit-style cars. Again, Tokyo's
metropolitan area has a population
in excess of 10 millions and 800,000
motor vehicles, not to mention several
million more inhabitants plus 180,000

Every day 36 million Japanese
ride trains.
