THAT LIFE GIVING ELIXIR.

DR. HAMMOND HAS SOMETHING TO
SAY REGARDING IT.

Experiments Which Hiave Been Made
in an Unscientific Manner Decried—
Finid, if Sterilized, ¥s Useless—The
Influenece of Suggestion—What May
Be Expected.

WasningTox, D. C., Aug 18.—“Judging
from the reports in the newspapers of
the experiments with the fluid which
Brown-Sequard called attention to,” said
Dr. Hammond last night, “they have
been carried on in an extremely uuscien-
tific and illogical manner, not in the
least resembling the experiments of the
discoverer. The reports state that the
fiuid has been sterilized by the doctors
using it. They mightas well boil it, 8o
far as the process affects its properties.
1t is made absolutely dead and useless
by being sterilized, and albumen, or the
white of an egg, might as well be inject-
ed. ‘While they destroy morbific germs,
which is there reason for what they do,
they algo destroy the vital germs. Again,
Dr. Brown-Sequard took 15 injections, ex-
tending over more than a month, before
he ventured a report of its effect upon
him. There was no immediate effect
from it. T had anumber of patients
here to-day,” he continued, “gnd. it
not being possible to inject the ellxir, I
used water, for they came for an in-
jection. One man, who was rhenmatic.
said he felt like a  new man.
This shows the folly of jump-
ing at conclusions. Results got-
ten before three or four weeks are not at
all reliable, from the very fact of the
working of this principal of suggestion.
As for the elixir making a man feel
young after one injection, that is all non-
sense, One of the patients who came
here was paralyzed, and after giving him
an hypodermic injection, he said he felt
greatly improved, and he certainly did
walk better, but whether that was a bona
fide improvement or resulted from the

Well-EKnown Actor Said to Hiave Lost
$150,000 “Bucking the Tiger.”

New Yorg, Aug. 17.—The talk of the
big gamblers of the town for a fort-
night past has been® the extraordinary
luck that the backers of the Central Club
recently had in tearing & fought hole in
the ample bank account of one of their
best known and most liberal patrons.
