: years to build, and which cost them 
$100,000, commemorates an American 
defeat. The Americans were driven 
from the heights which they had fortified 
and had undertaken to hold, and while 
they deserve credit for the defence they 
made, the British troops deserve still 
more credit for their resolute and success­
ful attack. Yet no poet has sung the 
praises of General Howe’s army for the 
work it did on the 17th of June 1775.

We feel but a languid interest in 
Bunker’s Hill, but every British subject 
can speak with pride of Waterloo. Many 
of us have seen and conversed with men 
who took part in that famous fight, or 
who remembered when the news came 
of the triumph of the British arms on 
that glorious 18th of June, seventy-four 
years ago. Bunker’s Hill might be blot- 
cd out of history without a fleeting in the 
slightest degree the result, but Waterloo 
changed the face of the world. It saved 
Europe from a military despotism more 
crushing than anything that has been 
seen in modern times, and paved the 
way for all that has been done for the 
cause of human liberty in Europe since 
that time. It is impossible to think of the 
battles of Bunker’s Ilill and Waterloo 
without remembering that, in the last 
great figi.t for human freedom 
which Great Britain waged against 
the Corsican usurper, the sympathies of 
the sons of the Americans who fought at 
Bunker’s Mill, were against our mother­
land and with the tyrant who was seek­
ing to crush constitutional government 
in Europe. In the glories of Waterloo, 
that section of the Anglo Saxon race, 
which resides in the United States, can 
claim no share, either as allies in the 
fight, or sharers in the joy of the triumph 
of British arms.
