the Premier that Rossland was to share

n the two per cent. tax, which was
construed as meaning that Rossland
was to get one half of the tax.

He did not object to the province
getting a revenue from the minerals.
But the province in taxing these mines

nfiscated the right of the city to tax
the surface and the machinery of the
nines. He was rot asking a gift to
Rossland, he simply asked that the city
get its rights.

He was willing to admit that if Na-
naimo had to provide for the educa-
tion of the miners’ families in that city
and meet other expenses of civic gov-
ernment, that it was entitled to the
revenues to be derived from the taxa-
tion of the machinery on the surface
of the mines in the city, leaving the
taxes on the minerals to the province.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow admitted that there
was a good deal of justice in the pro-
position put forward by the leader of
the opposition. He , expected to look
into this matter before the next ses-
sion.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that if it
were true that Rossland was not ob-
taining any revenue from the surface
rights of the mines and the machinery,
then that city had a grievance. He
thought the minister should let this
item stand over and consider it. Na-
naimo should be considered in the
same way.

Mr. Macdonald hoped to see the gov-
ernment grant $10,000 to Rossland this
vear, pending the change in the system
of taxation. He pointed out that the
mineral tax, inasmuch as it was in lieu
of all other taxes, was really the tax
upon the minerals, and the surface, al-
though brought in under the name of
mineral tax. The people in the little
city of Rossland were paying double
the taxes residents of other cities were
paying for municipal purposes. They
were doing this and meeting their lia-
bilities in a way which did credit to
the city.

After some other _discussion, Hon.
Mr. Tatlow promised to look into this.

Mr. Macdonald said that the people
of Rossland did not ask it to be looked
into. Promises had been made time
and time again to look into this. It
was now the time for action.

Mr. Carter-Cotton pointed out that
the two per cent. tax might fluctuate
and in some years scarcely anything
might be got from the mines at Ross-
land.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that Van-
couver city taxed its factories whe-
ther the profits were large or small.
This was all the city of Rossland ask-
ed—the right to collect taxes from the
surface values of the mines of the city.

G. R. Naden pointed out that the
Municipalitiee Union had considered
this and passed a resolution favoring
the recognition of this claim of Ross-
land.

The item passed.

Dyking Assesements,

By message from His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor, a bill to amend the
Dyking - Assessments Adjustment Act,
1905, was' introduced and advanced to
its second reading.

By another message from His Honor
a bill to revise and amend the Rivers
and Steamers Act was introduced and
advanced to the same stage as the
preceding bill.

The House then adjourned until 8.30
in the evening.

Upon resuming in the evening, the
following bills, were introduced and
passed their first readings:

By J. H. Garden, a bill to amend the
Land Registry Act and by W. H. Hay-
ward a bill to amend the Municipal
Elections Act.

The bill to amend the Jurors Act was
reported and passed its third reading.
The Tax on Lumber.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Land Act, Dr. King resumed
the debate. He thought the present in-
crease worked to the disadvantage of
the mill men who were working on
provincial lands as ecompared with
those who held their land from the
Dominion. From the Dominion the land
was held at $6 a square mile, while un-
der the provincial Act it was $115 and
$150 2 mile. As a very considerable
area was worked under the Dominion
rule, those who operated on the pro-
vincial lands were severely handicap-
ped. The royalty on Dominlon lands
Wwas 50 cents a thousand and the in-
crease of the provincial royalty to 76
cents would give a still greater ad-
vantage to the mill men who were
operating in the Dominion land belt.

He argued that the profits were not
what they were often represented to
be. Besides the failure of the crops in
the prairie sections would press very
severely upon the British Columbia
lumbermen. This increase in royalty
would not effected the speculator about
which so much was heard, but the ac-
tual mill man.

He alluded to the fact that the Pre-
mier had practically promised a new
act next year. The government had
conceded to the mill men that they
would not put the new royalty into
effect until January. As a new act
would be brought down next session it
was not worth while pressing this bill
now. It would be better to lay it over.

The debate was adjourned on motion
of W. J. Bowser.

The Sanitorium.

On the second reading of the bill to
incorporate the British Columbia Anti-
Tuberculosis Society, Hon. F. J. Fulton
said that this explained itself.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite contended
that the government should take the
full responsibility for the establish-
ment of the anti-tuberculosis sanitor-
fum.

Hon. Mr. Fulton on the bill to amend
the Timber Measurement Act, 1906,
explained that according to the act of
1906, the British Columbia scale was
not made to apply to the timber east
of the Cascades, owing to the logs be-
ing smaller. It was now proposed to
make Doyle’s scale the recognized one,
east of the Cascades.

Parker Willlams wanted to know if
Doyle’s scale, which was more liberal
than the B. C. scale, would not have
the effect of rendering the timber men
in the interior liable to-pay ren.lly‘gn!y
50 cents a thousand, although ~the
royalty were intreased.to 76 cents.

Hon. Mr. Fulton said Doyle’s scale
was now used so “that it would make
no difference.

The bill passed its second reading.

The bill to amend the North Vancou-
ver City Incorporation Act passed its
second reading.

The bill to amend the Rivers and
Steamers Act came up for second read-
ing. Hon. Mr. Fulton explaised that
there had been an act on the statutes
which permitted persons to improve a
river or stream for log driving and
charging tolls for the use of the stream.
It was proposed to make it necessary
for the person seeking to impreve the
river to get the permission of the chief
commissioner before proceeding. It
was also provided that a fee of $100
should be paid for the franchise and
an annual, fee of $25.

John Oliver moved the adjournment
of the debate, which carried.

Hon. Mr. Fulton, in moving the sec-
ond reading of the bill to amend the
Dyking Assessment Act, 1905 explain-
ed that some changes had been found
necessary and the amendments had
been introduced.

Mr. Oliver took exception to some
points in the bill which he supposed
might be amended in committee.

The bill pased its second reading.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Bush Fire Act, the attor-
ney-general said that the .act was
made to apply to stationary engines as
well as to locomotive engines,

The Goldstream Telephone Company’s
bill was again considered in committee
and reported.

The House went into committee on
the bill to incorporate the Cariboo and
Pacific Mining, Smelting and Develop-
ment Company, with Dr. King in the
chair.

The bill was reported complete,

The House then adjourned.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

In the legislature yesterday the con-
sideration of the estimates was com-
pleted in committee of supply, and
they are now before the House. There
was considerable criticilsm of the ap-
propriations for Richmond, the Bocial-
ist leader asserting that one quarter
of the expenditurs for the province
had gone to that constituency.

The University Endowment Bill oc-
cupied the remainder of the day. In
connection with it there was manifest-
ed the same sullen opposition from the
government side of the House as ex-
isted ever since the bill came down. If
anything the - Conservative members
evidenced greater suspicion than at any
other time concerning it, and in one
instance, that of A. H. B. Macgowan,
open oppoSition was taken to it. Mr.
Maecgowdn voted for all the amend-
ments offered by the opposition, and in
the case of the amendment which the
Socialist . leader offered to make the
university free as far as fees were con-
cerned to residents of British Colum-
bia, Dr. McGujre also lent his support.

The longer the bill continues to be in-
veatigated the greater the suspicion re-
specting it. It now stands over pemd-
ing a decision from the SBpeaker as to
whether it is not out of order and re-
quires to be brought down in its pres-
ent shape by message from His Honor
the Lieut.-Governor. The point was
raised by Stuart Henderson.

THE PROCEEDINGS.

Prayers were read by Rev. W, Leslie
Clay.

Hon. F. J. Fuiton presented the an-
nual report of the fish and game war-
den. He also presented the report of
the chief inspector of machinery.

The House then again went into com-
mittee of supply.

On the item of superannuation, Park-
er Willlams said that he did not wish
to object to the principle of superan-
nuation. There were, however, no rea-
sons why persons in other walks of
life should not get recogmition as well
as civil servants. The civil service was
regarded as a “snap,” which was
shown by the fact that it took a good
deal of “pull” te get into it. On the
appropriation of $100 a month as su-
perannuation for W. 8. Gore, Mr. Wil-
liams thought that that gentleman
could be eontinued in office. He did not
belfeve in giving large superannuation
allowances to men who had received
good salaries for many years and
should have been able to provide for
the future,

Hon. R. G. Tatlow said that Mr. Gore
had been in the service of the province
for about 30 years, and had given faith-
ful service.

John Oliver wanted to know if Mr.
Gore resigned, or was asked to resign.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow said that Mr. Gore
resigned.

“Was he asked to do so, or was it in-
timated to him that his resignation
would be acceptable?’ asked Mr.
Oljver.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow said@ he would refer
this to the Chief Commissioner, and
he should be asked.the question.

Mr. Oliver said he asked this be-
cause Mr. Gore was just as able to-day
to do his duty as during the last 20
years. It would_be found, he thought,
that Mr. Gore Had an intimation made
to him by the government that his
resignation would be acceptable,

J. H. Hawthornthwaite did not ob-
ject to the superannuation allowance.
He thought, however, that there should
be some system fn this, and a civil ser-
vice act should be introduced.

Mr. Williams thought if superannu-
ation was to be carried out the prin-
ciple should be adopted of treating all
alike.

Vote For Agent-Gemneral,

On the vote for $10,000 for the agent-.
general, Mr. Oliver wanted to know
what the services of the agent-general
were. (Laughter.)

Hon. Mr. Tatloew said they were the

| best services which Mr. Turner could

give the province, and which were re-
sulting in good effects.

The appropriation of $15,000 for immi-
gration callec for questions from Mr.
Willilams and Mr. Oliver as to how this
was to be expended.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow said it was proposed
to use it to the very best advantage in
bringing people to the province.

Mr. Williams contended that the gov-
ernment had given heed only to the
capitalist classes in arriving at the con-
clusion that there was a scarcity of
labor.

The government entered into some ar-
rangement with the Salvation Army to
bring men out here. After doing this
the government sent out on March 20th
circulars asking whether labor was re-
quired. Not one of ‘these was sent to
*any labor men. He instanced one local-
ity from which a report was received
stating that there was a shortage: of
domesti¢ labor. The facts were that a
man had sought to get a girl for $12 a
month when the wages were $20 or $25.

The government had made a farce of
this matter. The board of trade of Vic-
toria was now carrying on a greater
farce along the line. A committee was
inquiring into the shortage of Ilabor.
The make up of the committee was as
incongruous as the make up of the
government. There was not a represen-
tative of labor on that committee.

Mr. Williams said that in Nanaimo
and Ladysmith and other industrial
centres there were black lists contain-
ing a record for having been active
along certain iines which were felt to
be disadvantageous to the financial ar-
rangements of the employing compan-
ies. If there was a scarecity of laber in
the communities these companies could
not discriminate against these employ-
ees to the same extent as desired.

There was a strike on in Victorid in
certain works, and men were employed
to do, in a kind of slip-shod way, the
work formerly done by the striking
trades. The labor classes disliked to
work in the piaces of others where a
strike was on. In consequence where
formerly men presented themselves
whenever a call was made for them,
there was not the number answering
the call. The employers'sald there was
& shertage of labor. If the price of
fiour went up 50 cents a barrel was
there necessarily a shortage of flour.

Mr. Willlams instanced the fact that
the printers in the government office de-
manded increased pay a short time ago.
If the government had been logical it
would have called upon the Salvation
Army to send printers to take their
place. But the government had not the
“merve” to do this. It had not the
“merve” to do in a specific way what it
did in a general way. If that course
had been taken the farce would have
been qut.

On the point of the representations
that farming was unprofitable because
of ‘the_shortage of labor as the minis-
ter argued, Mr, Williams said that there
had been nothing dome to ascertain
whether the trouble was not due to
other causes such as increased cost of
machinery. He wanted a commission to
inquire into this. As long as there was
the demand in the industrial walks as
at present, there.would be 3 scarcity
of farm labor.

The minister bad said-that the inten-
tion of the government was to bring out
farm lahorers through the Salvatien
Army. He reminded the minister that
the Salvation Army had sought to bring
to Vietoria carpenters to take the places
of these on strike. To the credit ef
thse men who came here they refused
to act as strike breakers as soon ‘as
they learned the situation, The Salva-
tion Army had been asked for twenty-
eight carpemters. The government by
allying itself with this organizatien
had given it & tanding in the old land.

Let the Rich Work.

J. McInnes proposed to put to work
some of the men who were now doing
nothing but riding in automobiles.
There was a strike in Victoria, and the
coel mines in the interior. If these peo-
ple on strike came to the government
to ask assistance they got none, but the
government would help the employers.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite asked about
the arrangements with the Salvation
Army.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow explained that nego-
tiations were entered into with the
Salvation Army some months ago, and
also arrangements were sought with
the transportation companies. It had
been sought to have the C. P. R. give to
immigrants coming to British Columbia,
a ‘rate similar to that’given to these
coming to the Northwest. It was 'pro-
posed to have this arrangement come
into effect in so far as British Columbia
was concerned two months earlier than
it began with the Northwest. A rate of
$40 was sought. A per capita grant in
view of this scheme with the C. P. R.
being carried out, was proposed to be
given to the Salvation Army for those
brought out, which would help to de-
fray the expense of maintaining these
people before they entered wupon the
land. The negotiations with the C. P.
R. failed, and the $40 rate was not
gsecured. The negotiation with the Sal-
vation Army then fell through.

Later an arrangement was made with
the C. P. R./ by which a rate of $66 from
the old larnd to British Columbia was
allowed. The government had since
that was completed, entered into fur-
ther negotiations with the Salvation
Army. If any arrangements were en-
tered into it would be in the way of a
loan.

In reply to Mr. Hawthornthwaite,
Hon. Mr, Tatlow said that the per
capita allowance which had been pro-
posed to pay the Salvation Army for
immigrants brought out was $3.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that there
was a roar going up from the labor in-
terests against this introduction of Saj-
vation Army labor. He felt that the
labor men were but getting their des-
erts. They had voted to continue cap-
italistic government and deserved all
they got. But for the sake of those
who had no redress he protested against
this scheme of bringing out laborers for
exploitation at $3 a scalp.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite wished
would be agreeable to enter into any
arrangements with any other religious
bodies such as the Roman Cathole
church to bring in immigrants,

The minister made no reply.

found that the aid@ was to be given to
an institution outside of the province,
to which in some way the British Co-
lumbia institution would be affiliated.
He had nothing to say against McGill
University or the work it was doing in
the province. That university was one
every Canadian might feel proud of.
He, however, thought that when an
endowment like this was provided it
should be for a provincial institution.

Hon. Mr. Young said that this insti-
tution when established would not be
under the control of any outside insti-
tution. It certainly would not be dom-
inated by any outside institution. When
the institution of learning was created
by legislation last year it was on the
direct’ understanding that when the
university of British Columbia was es-
tablished that institution would be will-
ing to become an adjunct to it and a
representative of that institution had
assured him to-day that this would be
done and all the equipment and endow-
ment connected with it would be turn-
ed over to the university of British Co-
lumbia. It was a matter of congratu-
lation for the province, therefore, that
it had already the nucleus of a uni-
versity, he might say, doing such splen-
did@ work as this institution was doing.

Mr. Macdonald said that this amend-
ment took the place of one he had pro-
posed to move. He would, therefore,
withdraw his amendment. If this pass-
ed the proceeds of 2,000,000 acres of lands
would be given to the university, but
the royalties which were part of the
revenue of the crown, would not go to
the university. The endowment begin-
ning at $5,000,000 in value would con-
tinue to grow in value, and before util-
ized would amount to a much greater
sum.

The amendment was lost.

amend the University Act was the
simplest duty of the government. That

should have been introduced before this |

bill, the more important one and the
one requiring most care, was brought
down,

The amendment of Mr. Hawthornth-
waite was lost.

A. H. B. Macgowan moved to add
to section 6 the following new subsec-
tion, viz.:

“(e.) A faculty of commerce, which
shall .embrace. all branches of trade
and commerce, import and export busi-
ness, tramspartation, modern lan-
guages, banking, insurance, aceount-
ing and finance.”

In support of it he sald that he
favored higher education in B. C. He
did not oppose any school of learning
which would lead up to higher educa-
tion. He anticipated that he would be
told that provision would be made to
add this faculty. He could not see
where any money could be devoted to
a faculty of commerce under the bill.
He wanted to see the professional and
commercial interests brought closer
together. The commercial and indus-
trial interests had to undertake the
great work of the world, as one of
these was the providing of a living for
the professional world. Modern lan-
guages for the sake of commercial cor-
respondence was required. He would
like to have a return showing the taxes
contributed to the province by the
commercial interests and those paid
by the professional classes. Other uni-
versities were providing for a degree
of Bachelor of Commerce.

The amendment of Mr.
was lost.

Mr. Macdonald moved that a new
section be added, reading as follows:

“The lands to be so set aside shall
be open to sale or settlement or license
to cut timber under the provisions of
the ‘Land Aect’; to location of eoal or
petroleum under the ‘Coal Mines Act’:
and to location of minerals under the
‘Mineral Act, 1897 as fully in all the
above particulars as if the same had
not been so set aside; and further,
that when the said lands, minerals,
coal, petroleum, or timber, or any por-
tion or portions thereof, shall be alien-
ated by the Crown, all fees, rents, and
royalties provided for in the said acts
shall belong to the province and shall
not be deemed to be included in the
benefits to the university contemplat-
ed by this act’

In support of this he said that in
the case of reserves, it had always been
the practice to allow free miners, coal
prospectors and settlers to enter upon
the land for the purpose of making lo-
cations. He proposed to centinue this
in the case of the lands set apart for
the university. He hoped the minister
would adopt this even if he refused to
support the amendment which he him-
self had sent across to the member for
Nanaimo. thus keeping up the old al-
liance with the Sacialist leader.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite did not fully
accord with this. He endorsed the part
of it according to free miners the right
to prospect. He could assure the lead-
er of the opposition that the Minister
of Education would not accept this
amendment. The bill was the first born
of the minister, and as such he would
not allow “a single lock to be cut from
the curly headed darling.”

The amendment of Mr, Macdonald
was lost.

Stuart Henderson, on a point of or-
der, called attention to the faect that !
the bilt had originally been introduced
by message from His Honor the Lieut.-
Governor. As it now stood it was en-
tirely different from it as introduced.

What was
the use of introducing a bill by mess-
age from His Honor if the character of
the bill was to be entirely changed and
additional drains were to be put upon
the people. The bill was clearly out of
order.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that the
bill was still-born. He asked the oppo-
sition to have compassion on the min-
ister and also on the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor, and not have him brought down
at all hours. It had been shown that
there had been considerable breaking
of furniture at Government House, and
he did not wonder if the practice of
rousing His Honor at unseemly hours
was to be comtinued.

The Speaker asked for time to con-
sider the point.

The committee therefore rose and. the
House adjourned.
