Trustee Yates Thinks That the School
Trustees Are Old Enough to Look
After Themselves.

A special meeting of the board of
school trustees was held yesterday even-
ing ‘to comsider the proposed ~ amend-
ment to the school act now before the
legislative = assembly. The proposed
amendment is that in -addition to the
trustees, elected the municipal counéil
may nominate three members of the
council to sit om the board’ ef school
trustees- as representatives of the city
coungil.

After explaining the object for whicn
the meeting was called,; Chairman Hay-
ward said that he had been reading one
of last year’s reports of the city council,
and " it made very interesting reading.

Trustee Dr. Hall was entirely against
the amendment as proposed. He did
not think the council should be allowed
to pilace any of their members on the
board of school trustees, for as could
be seen from the statement read by the
chairman they were paying very Iittle
for edueational purposes.

Trustee McMicking “eoncurred. The
council had no right to be represented,
and as'to the amendment, he " thought
that the minister of education : should
have given the board a chance to have
been heard from on that subject. They
were his wards, as-it were, and he ought
to have looked -after them. - !

Trustee Yates-—I guess we have to
look ‘-out - for .ourselves. * If a change
was to be made in the school act Pras-
tee Yates thought it 'should be so amend-
ed that the special tax levied .for school
purpeses could be placed in the hands of
the school trustees thgt .they might use
it as-they saw fit. TRy

Trustee Belyea was also opposed to

the preposed amendment.
. Trustee McMicking could not see why
the. ministér of educaticty ¢ould not see
that the amendments wowid be prejudi-
cial ‘to the.interests of the hoard.

Trustees Dr, Hall'and Mrs. ‘Jénkins
thought that he did see it. "

" The members of the beard were a nmt

amendment, which Trustee -Beélyea  said

was-a_fad of the mayor, who, he said,

had it on his brain for some time past.
Trustee - Yates—Well, if < you * don’t

look out he’ll have it on the statute

books, whieh will: be worse.

- Trustee Belyea then meved the follow-

ing resolution: “Rewnolved, that in tha
opinion of this' board, the proposed
amendment to the public schools .aect
empowering the councils of city munici-
palities to nominateé three of their mem-
bers to represent the council on' the
board of school trustees would, if pass-
ed, be prejudicial to the best interests
of the public schools of this ¢ity.” In
moving this resolution he said he did
8o not because he did not think the
members of the council would not make
good school trustees, 'but they being

Ahere solely in the interests of the city

eouncilstvould ‘not work so muc¢h in the
interests’ of education as, they ‘would to
act7in the interests of the city couneil;
endeavoring always to cut down the ex-
penditure of the board to the lowest pos-
sible figure. = They would be there to
place a ‘‘check . rein” over what they
were pleased to term the extravagance
of the board. - Then again, .a. board
consisting of ten members would be too
large and unwieldy. ]

Trustee Dr. Hall in seconding the re-
solution endorsed the remarks of the
mover. The resolution ‘was then put
and: carfed unanimously.

Referring to the suggestion of Trus-
tee Yates that the board of school trus-
tees ‘be given full control of the revenue
and expenditure for educational pumpos-
es, Trustee Belyea said that it would be
but ‘a question' of abeunt a year before
the bosrd mignt have to take aver all
the respomsibility in that regard. He
did not think, however, that now was
the time to make that step. The pres-

ent gyitem was yery good if they were

Teft alone. ;

Trustee Yates differed. He considered
that the time was ripe; they should be-
gin mow and azitate to that end. No
reform of that-description was accom-
plished at once. The people would re-
quire to.be educated up to it, and the
sooner they began the better. To bring
the matter to a head he then moved
the following resolution:

*“Whereas the amount coliected by the
¢ity. for educational purposes - for. the
year 1896 was $50,673.72, and the
amount expended by this board for edu-
eation in. the city of Vietoria for the
same period was $48,485.56, leaving an
anexpended balance of $2,188.16 in' the
hands of the ctiy; and whereas in the
opinion of this board the interests of ed-
ucation would be more effectively ad-
ministered if full powers of raising funds
fqr educational purposes were placed
directly in the hamds .of the school
trustees: of .municipalities; therefore be
it resolved that the minister of educa-

tion ‘be requested  to- ‘amendithe public,
sehog, s -agt 80-as to. give the -city Rehiool”

boards full ~powers : of- admipistering: all
educational affairs ‘in cities.” -
‘Frustee Mrs. "Grant seconded the re-
solution, ‘which ecarried uaanimously.
The trustees being in'a resolute mood,

ter of education be requested to grant
