—Boy's Sad Death at
Vaneouver.»

A coroner’s inguest was held at Van-
couver ;on Tuesday over the: +body ‘of
Blcenta, a Chilean, who was acexdeutaﬂy
shot at Howe Sound on Monday. After
hearing the evidence relating to the cir-
cumstances surrounding the death of the
deceased, the jury were not long in re-
turning the following verdiet: “That the
decensed ame to his death from a bullet
acéldeutally discharged from a gun in
the hands of Albert Rivera.” -The first
witness .called was Albert Rivera, who
fired the fatal shot.: He said that on
-Monday morning he had gone out shoot-
ing for deer with the deceased and a man
nameéd James W. Stage. They proceed-
ed gsomé distance from the camp when
Stage left them and went off on another
trail to” look for game. Rivera stated
that he and the deceased man were walk-
ing-along when witness egpied a deer. He
called to thé deceased. The latter' evi-
dehitly &id ‘not hear witness] as he made
a run towards the deer. Witness had
fired five shots, the déc¥aded Chilean run-
ning in’ front of the rifle- when the last
shot was fired. The ballet hit the man
ini‘the- left elbow, which was bent, and
h#d passed right through the left gide.
As 'soon 'as’ ‘the deceased fell to the
- ground, - witdess called loudly to Stage,
who ‘as'some distance from them, He
éame huirriedly up ‘and between them
they éarried ‘the injured man back to
camp.- -J. "W, Stage, the next witness,
. said they had proceeded about half a
‘mile* from ‘the camp when he left the
party and‘set out by himself. Abotit an
hour later he was startled to hear three
shots “ih rapid succession, then a fourth
was fired; and a few minutes later ‘he
heard another shot fired. - Almost at tKe
samrée time that the last shot was fired
He heard Rivera ‘calling. loudly that
Bitenta had been shot. He went at once
and found* the deceased lying stretched
out ‘on his back groaning loudly. - He
asked Bicenta whether Rivera had done
‘it ‘intentionally, and the deceased had re-
plied, “No, no, Rivera shot at deer and
couldn’t - -hit it; greenhorn shooter.”
Bicenta died at 7.30 p.m. Witness said
that the deceased had distinctly told him
that the shooting was accidental, and
that Rivera had aimed at the deer.

New York, “Féb. 11.—-Princess .Eliza-
beth Windescharetz, grand daughter of
Emperor Francis Joseph, who was re-
portéd on Deceniber Gth to have shét the
actress, Youise Ziegler, whom the Prin-
cess discovered in the apartmeénts of her
busband, Prince  :Otto, has committed
suicide, aceording to a persistent rumior
here, says a special cable from Vienna
to the World.

The castle at Prague is named as. the
place where ‘the Princess turned (her
hand against herself..

The ‘Prineess, it is said, was suﬁenng'
from -a form ‘of insanity which mani-
fested itself in fits of jealonsy., When
suffering thus .she sought to kill those
whom she suspected of causing her des-
pair.
