Collision of two Steamers Cause Great
. T.oss- of; Life.
La Spezzia, Italy, July 12.

A terrible accident resulting in the loss of
one handred and forty-eight lives ocourred
near the mouth of the Gulf'of Spessia early
Sundsy morning, ' Steamers Ortigia and
Maris P. ran into éach other, and the latter
was 90 - badly  damaged ‘that she eank in &
very short time. The Maria P. had on
board in addition to the crew 178 passen-
gers: from. Naples for the River Platte, all
emigrants. The night was pitch dark when
the oollision ocourred, and most  of the
passengers were asleep in their bunks at the
time. Itis uoderstood some of the pas-
sengers, orazed with fear, jamped overbeard.
The forge of the collision was territic, T he
Ortigis struck the Maria P. squarely on the
starboard side and her stem penetrated the
ill-fated steamer eighteen feet. When she
backed out & great volume of water poured
in through the orifice and the vessel began
almost immediately to’ seStle. The crew
of the Maria P. numbered seventeen and
fourteen:were saved.
