VICTORIA, В. C., Nov. 29,—Advices 
have bden received from South China 
by the Athenian, of the loss of thou­
sands of lives as a result of the des­
truction of several hundred fishing 
Junks in a typhoon off Swatow. The 
havoo was awful when the gale swept 
down on the Chinese vessels, 
days disabled junks drifted helplessly 
about, their occupants suffering from 
thirst and hunger. The Hong Kong 
government tender Stanley, three tor­
pedo boat destroyers, the naval water- 
boat Chenlb, and a Chinese cruiser 
scued many of the fishermen. It is es­
timated that 400 junks were struck by 
the typhoon, which swept over them 
Nov. 4. Of the 400 at least 800 
ported disabled 
of lives were/ lost.

BLACKSTONE, Mass., Nov. 29.—’The 
three sons of Mrs. Nellie J. Read, John, 
17; William, 14, and George, 8 years of 
ags, y ere drowned in the Blackstone 
river today. They broke through a 
thin ice above the channel while at­
tempting to cross the stream on their 
way to the woods to procure firewood.
