Called to Sydney to De-
fend Cases Against Vin-
dicator Dealers--Victim
of Own Acts.

Sydney, Nov. 16.—C. Bruce McDou-
gall, editor and publisher cf the Vin-
dicator, published at Moncton, N. B,
fell. from a flight of stairs in the
‘Windsor Hotel here tonight, and broke
his neck. He lived about five min-
utes after being found and was dead
when physicians arrived.

McDougall was here in connection
with the defence of several newsboys
arrested in Glace Bay for selling thé
Vindicator. He was to have left for
Moncton on Monday night when on
his way to the train he was assault-
ed and terribly beaten by several per-
scns and left on the road.

Sketch of Career.

Moncton, Nov, 16.—Bruce McDou-
gall, whose tragic death is reported
from Sydney, is a son of Peter Mc-
Dougall, a cooper, of Prince Edward
Island, who resided in Moncton for
many years, being employed at the
sugar refinery, He figured frequently
in the police court and had a check-
ered career. He conducted several pub-
lications known at different times as
Mohawk,Plain Dealer and Free Speech

It was the publication of the latter
paper that resulted in his prosecu-
tion and conviction in St. John for
printing obscene literature. After servy-
ing his term in 8t. John, he returned
to Moncton and-commenced the pub-
lication of the Vindicator, which was
very little kuown here, but appeared
10 have been circulated principally in
Sydney and Glace Bay, where most
of the kind of news it gave curreney
to, came from.

McDougal for a time was employed
in the I. . R. general offices, in the
auditors department, but apparently
abandoned his position te devete his
time more fully to the puotication
with which he was connected. He

had several brothers, two or three of
whom are’ employed in the I, C. R. at
Monecton, and another is proprietor
of a restaurant here. He was un-
married and was about 50 years of age
At one time, some years ago, he was
prosecuted on a criminal charge in
the Westmoreland county court, Judge
Wedderburn presiding. The Mayor
at that time was the complalnant at
the instance of some of the leading
women of Moncton, but the prosecu-
tion failled to secure a conviction,

COONT TOLSTO
PRSSES 1SS
OFHS DISEASE

Report That Aged Russian Had
Died Discredited By Latest
Report From Bedside—
May Recover Now.

BULLETIN ON
HIS CONDITION

St. Petersburg, Nov. 17.—The report
of the death of Count Leo Tolstol at
Astapova was received here last ght
by the various newspapers and a
cies. The Nove Vremya's Moscow cor-
respondent first telegraphed that Tol-
stol was dead, but at an early hour
this morning he sent a further des-
patch saying that a message had been
received frem Astopova that Tolstols
was living and that the crisis of the
discase had passed. At 4.15 o'clock
this morning the Vestnik news agency
reported that the death of Tolstoi was
not confirmed.

The reports emanating from Asto-
pava where Tolstol has been lying with
a high fever for two days, have been
conflicting . throughout. The official di-
agnosis as given by the attending
physicians Tuesday night was that |
Tolstoi was suffering from an inflam-
mation of the lower Iche of the left
lung, but that no immediate danger
threatened. His heart action at that
time was said to be good and his tem-
perature was practically normal.

Only the day before, according to
the doctors, Tolstoi's temperature
was 104, and he was in a delirious
state. On Wednesday the attending
physicians confirmed the original di-
agnosis, but added that inflammation
was spreading and that the condition
of the patient was critical, although
not hopeless. His temperature dur-
ing the night rose to 102, and he had
an attack of bleeding from the lungs.
Sometime later it was reported that
his temperature had fallen to 98.6.
Then came the report of his death,
and finally a message from Astapova
that he had successfuliy passed the
crisis of the disease.

Yeggmen At Lynn Deny Plan-
ning Of Hold-up And Murder
Which  Followed — Fired
Shots To Scare People.

Salem, Mass., Nov. 16.—Andrei Ip-
sen, one of the two Russians who arc
on trial in the superior court charg-
ed with killing Thomas Landregan,
a Lyna manufacturer and Patrolman
James H. Carroll, of the Lynn polie»
dcree, after having robbed Landregan
of $4,000 last June, took the stand in
his ‘own defense today following the
completion of the government case.
His examination und cross-examina-
tion cccupied the attention of the
court until the hour of adjournment.
Ipsen in his testimony denied that
he fired the shots which killed Landre-
gan and Carroll, declaring that these
shots were fired by Joe, the third mem-
ber of the party, who was killed. He
declared he knew nothing of any
plan of robbery, und that his first
intimation was when he heard shots
fired. Then he drew his own gun and®
fired several shots “to scare people
away so that he might escape.”
The ‘defendants will be the only
witnesses called by the defence and
it Is probable that the case will go
to the jury tomorrow,

Major Sharpe has only been a mem-
ber of Parliament for about two years
but he is already one of the most ef-
fective men in the House, , He has
done excellent work in the public
accounts committee,. He is a youth
as politicians go.
