IMPORTATION OF
FLOUR FROM CANADA

United States People Along
the Border Awaiting Ruling
from Food Controller.

It is understood 'that the people of
Eastport and along the border are
patlently awaiting word from the food
controller of the United States as to
ruling on the matter of importation
of flour from Canada into that coun-
try. During the past six months a con-
siderable quantity of flour has Been
reaching Kastport and the towns
along the coast, which was shipped
from New Brunswick.

EXPORT LICENSES
FROM THE STATES

Copy of Regulations Govern-
ing the Same Received by
the Board of Trade,

There has just been received at the
Board of Trade a Copy of the regula-
tions governing the obtaining of export
licenses from 'the United States to
Canada and they require that all ap.
plicationé shall be made in triplicate
to the dfrector of licenses, War Trade
Board, Ottawa, When the proper
forms have been forwarded the War
Trade Board will pasg on them and
ratify them in full or in part it in
order, and if not in order, will refuse
to ratify,

The application will then be sent to
the Ganadian War Missfon at Wagh-
ington who will pass. it on to the Unit-
ed States War Board, and this body
will deliver the license or refusal to
the Canadian War Mission, who will
notify the applicant of the action
taken. .

The above regulations have been in
effect since April 1 and varfations can
only bé made with the consent of the
War Trade Board, Ottawa, or the Can-
adian War Mission, Washington,
