If two excavators are put 
in, Mr. Butler asks royalty of tive cents 
per .ton on the total output.

(2) . The company to pay the net cost 
of manufacturing 'the excavator. They (the 
company) to retain all profits on the out­
put of coal until hhe excavator has paid 
for itself, and after it hat Mr. Butler to 
receive oneithird of the profits that t/he 
excavator will save, t>ased on the preceui 
cost of miming.

(3) . The company (to pay net coat oi 
manufaoture. Mr. Butler to oversee all 
the mining operations and take one-half 
the profits Which the machine will save, 
over and above present cost of mining.

The new' excavator Which is to replace 
the two now at work will, it is expected, 
be dn operation about itlhe lyfc of January 
next, and 1 would advise that no order 
be given for one until the work of the 
new imnJhine can be examined into.

Orders could be placed at once for ex­
cavators such as are now in use, and 
could be delivered within the next three 
imonblis ; but, it as it is claimed, the new 
excavator is going to reduce the cost of 
mining from 1U to 15 cents per ton, it will 
be at ônce seen that the purdliase of the 
new excavator would be more desirable.

Although, at the ‘Mission field, the coal

The surface soil or over-burden is, in 
places, sedimentary, and the remfliining 
portion of a glacial naiture, itihe coal lying 
uit deiilihs of from 10 to 14 fecit from tihe 
surface, where Itihe work is now being 
carried on.

The work in tibia field had -been prose­
cuted for some -time by steam Shovels,

-in excavating the earth ajnd the coal could 
not be mined alt a profit. Borne five or 
-six yea-re ago the use of tlhe Butler exca­
vator was introduced, Since which tihe 
property has been -paying fairly large 
dividends.

When 1 visited tihe mine 1 found two 
excavators at work. The largest of the 
two is kept at work all the time remov­
ing -the over-burden, while the other is 
ioading coal eighlt hours out of tlhe 24, 
and works the remaining 16 hours as the 
other does.

1 found tihe coal seams here to be about 
five feet in 'thickness, lying almost level, 
but with a alight dip to itihe nioaitheaat.

When n mine of this kind is first open­
ed up, -it is necessary to make a trench 
or cut as deep as the fire Olay which un­
derlies the coal, and wide enough to allow 
itihe laying of a railway track.4 The exca­
vator will do this work, but, it is found 
in -practice, that tihe coal is so broken up 
by the machinery as to be practically 
valueless and may be -thrown over the 
dump.

The city is filled 
with visitors and tonight immense crowds 
of civilians and military are about the 
streets Liking in the sights. Many of the 
places, such as City Hall, province build­
ing, (banks and clubs, were illuminated for 
a while. The work of - decorating has prac­
tically been finished. The prominent 
buildings of rthe city have been generally 
decorated with bunting, flags and artistic 
designs of various styles. No general plan 
has been followed, but national colors pre­
dominate and many buildings present an 
attractive appearance.

When 
the coal is uncovered it is swept off by 
men with brooms, and a number of Shots 
put into it to make it the more easily 
removed by the excavator, it being found 
by doing this that the breakage in the 
coal is not as groait as 'When the shovel 
is forced into it.

A channelling machine is made use of to 
make a dean cut along the inner edge of 
the uncovered coal, so that when the ex­
cavator bucket removes tlhe coal it leaves 
a deem face for the next operation and 
the size of tlhe coni is better preserved.

Wlhen the eooi is ready for loading, it 
is placed upon the cars by the excavator 
at lllie rate of about 90 tons lier hour. 
Three cars aire loaded ait a time, which 
gives an opportunity of removing sulphur
