After sewers are sunk in the
solid rock, at immense expense, so as to
onsure cleanliness, it is incomprehen-
sible that houses should be permitted
to remain without connecting drains.
Must we wait for another cholera visi-
tation before enforcing so simple a
sanitary measure? Of course.

Reports
that a mob would kill Woodson reached
Sydney on Thursday night, and ‘the jail
was guarded to resist an attack, but at
last accounts no demonstration had taken
place.

Modern Claude Duvals.

The details of the recent stage robbery
in California reveal the daring of high-
waymen in that section. The stage had
started out from Colfax with a number of
passengers, among whom were Senator
Sargent; Judge McFarlane, of San Fran-
cisco, and Gen. ‘Cadwalader, having be-
sides the treasure-box of Wells, Fargo &
Co: They had gone but & short distance
when four men suddenly stepped outfrom
among the rocks ot bushes, each wearing

a black mask and levelling a double-bar-
relled shot-gun at the driver. Each was
obsetved to carry a revolver in addi-
tion to his gun. The driver at first de-
murred to the proposition to dismount,but
he was assured by one of the robbers that
they meant business, and that there was
no time 1o waste in parleying. He con-
cluded to dismount from his’ seat, and
two of the men stood at the horses!

to the passengers. At the sug-
gestion of the other highwayman and
through the persuasive power 0! a, shot-
gun on each side of the stagethe passen-
gers all vacated the stage. The horses
were unhitched from the stage and taken
a short distance from the spot. While
one man guarded the passengers, another
held the horses and the remaining two di-
rected their attention to thetreasure in the
stage. They nsed both blastingand giant
powder, and; put in a blast which shivered
the chest to pieces, knocked the lid
through. the top of the stage and shatter-
ing the ptage in other respects so as to
almost destroy the body. Thé robbers
now found it easy to secure all the
treasure in the box. Having removed it
to a convenient distance they hitched up
‘the horse.and loaded up the passengers
and told the driver to drive on. The
stage moved forward theshighway-
men remained where they were until
space and darkness hid them from view.

A Conscience=Stricken Suicide.

The details of the tragedy which oc~
eurred ist Providence, R. I.,/on" Friday,
wherein Mrs. Maynard attempted suicide,
presents a sad pictiire of remorse and its
consequences. The woman, it appears,
is the wife of Alfred Maynard, a farmer
living in Colambis, Conh., and‘came to
Providence on Thursday, i company
with two young men, named Herbert
Bassett and Morris Frarie, and put up at
the Central Hotel, Bassett registering the

whole party under false names. In the
night time Mrs. Maynard became very

cause, and threatened to kill herself,

ing her. Some time in the night she ob-
tained a bottle of lauddnum, which she
was inthe habit of using; and attempted to
drink it, and did swallow part of it, but
in the struggle to prévent her from
poisoning herself most of it was spilled.
Finding that she was growing worse,
Basset sent for a physician, and upon his
arrival Mrs. Maynard told him that she
had done wrong and,did not care to live
longer. Subsequently, when left alone,
she got possession of Bassett’s pistol,
and placing it against her forehead she
fired, the ball penetrating the skull and
inflictfng, it is thought, a fatal wound.
Bassett and Frarie were arrésted to await
an investigition into the affair. It is
said that Bassett was formerly employed
by Mr. Maynard, and that Mrs. Maynard,
not living happily with her husband, was
persuadeéd to elope with Bassett, which
she subsequently repented.

Shipping Notas.

New Lights for Point Lepreauz.—A set
of new dioptric lights, for Point Lepreaux
lighthouse, have been completed by
Messrs. Hevenor & Co. They will be
forwarded to their destination by the
steamer City of St. John, when they will
.at once take the place of the old ones.
The set consists of a series forming two
lights of five reflectors each. The reflec-
tors are of copper, silvered on inside
surface. The silvering was done by Mr.
Hillman and it appears to be excellent
work. The reflectors are set in iron
frames, one frame with its lamps rising
directly over the other. Those in the
upper tier, which will be first sighted by
vessels, are very much larger than those
in the lower tier. The size had to be re-
gulated by the dimensions of the lantern
into which they are to be placed. The
work on the whole apparatus is most
skillfully executed, reflecting considerable
credit on Messrs. Hevenor who seem to
excel in this kind of work.

The bark Bertha Temple.—Captain
Joseph R. McFee, master of the bark
Bertha Temple, formerly owned at this
port, seems to be in trouble with regard
to his vessel. From a card published in
the New Orleans Z¥mes of the 5th inst.,
it appears that the B. T.loaded cotton at
that port in April last, and from state-
ments published by John Drysdale,
stevedore, who loaded the vessel, with
regard to her being leaky, the sale of the
bark at Liverpool was spoiled. Captain
McFee denies the above statement, also
that the vessel was stowed to his entire
satisfaction and would take 57 bales more,
and requests that they be contradicted.
The latter, however, Mr. Drysdale tries
to prove by publishing the following
card from two of his men :

Cagp,—In justice to Mr. John Drysdale
we assert that Capt. McFee remarked in
our pregence that his vessel was stowed
to his entire satisfaction in Galveston.
