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idl the benefit, sometimes Is transported 
to a region wliete he wishes to settle.and 
then obtains a discharge with Perfect im­
punity for hto fraud. It is suggested that 
some action be token towards the pas- 
sage of a positive law to provide for the 
punishment of recruits who have deceiv­
ed the recruiting officers by falsely swear­
ing to their age or physical condlt oa. ln 
my judgment he should be Immediately 
turned over to the proper tribunal, and 
the United States law officer In whose 
district the recfoit may have committed 
the offense should be required to prose­
cute him for the false oath he has taken, 
and for the great expense he has given 
the Government.
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
