A visitor in the city today was 
Mr. Joseph Steffler of Guelph who 
is the guest of his brothers in this 
city. Mr. Steffler is a member -of 
the , Guelph Fire Department. His 
home is in Josephburg.

While in the City today ho paid 
a visit to the local fire hall where 
he was pleased to shake hands with 
the men of the department. Mr. 
Steffler is interested in the two 
platoon system for fire depart­
ments and he learned with interest 
that the local men are petitioning 
for the adoption of the system. He 
stated that in Guelph the system 
was assured. "The old Council of 
1918 went on record as favoring 
it and then they submitted a ques­
tion to the people: "Are you in 
favor of the two platoon system.” 
There was a majority of 603 in 
favor of the new system and now 
it is certain that it will be put in-1 
to effect. The Fire Committee will 
consider the matter at a meeting 
on the ninth, and it will come be­
fore the City Council on the thir- 
teenth of this month.

Mr. Steffler stated the Guelph 
fire department had twelve men 
but that the Chief had asked for 
five more, who would probably 
be added when the two platoon 
system is inaugurated. The Guelph 
man is a strong supporter of and 
a firm believer in the system and 
he has a sense of satisfaction after 
the vote of the people, which he 
says resulted as it did after a vig- 
orous campaign of education by 
the firemen.

"Already the fruits of the propos­
ed system are seen. Tweve appli­
cations for positions as firemen have 
been received from good men in 
Guelph. The ystem means that 
you can get good men, men who 
know how to fight a fire. It also 
means better discipline for the con­
ditions under which the men work 
are mo e favorable.”

Mr. Steffler added that there is 
not much idleness in Guelph. Al­
though munition factorie had ceas­
ed work on government orders they 
are operating.

Oyster Bay, N.Y., Jan. 6.—From 
practically every country in the civil­
ized world to-day and until late to- 
night telegrams and cables continu­
ed to come expressing deepest regret 
over the death of Col. Theodore 
Roosevelt, former * president of the 
United States, who was found dead 
in bed early this morning at his home 
on Sagamore Hill, in this village 
Death is believed to have been due 
to rheumatism, which affected his 
heart.

The messages of condolence which 
have arrived are from heads of na­
tions and others prominent in world 
affairs, friends of the deceased states­
man and men who have been asso­
ciated with him in one or more of his 
varied activities.
