IN PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, Oct. 31.—On Tuesday next
the House of Commons will commence
to sit morning, afternoon and evening,
and Saturday will also be a full day.
This will make about a forty-eight
hour week. The Opposition, however,
believes that this is too lon« for a man
to concentrate his attention upon the
difficult and complicated problems of
the day, and Hon. W. Fielding,
Frank Cahill of Pontiac, Jean Josephs
Denis of Joliette and D. D. McKenzie,
House Leader, opposed the proposi-
tion on that and various other grounds
when the Government introduced the

proposal yesterday.

Government members on the other
hand were somewhat Vvociferous in
their demands, that the morning hours
be added to the labors of the Legisla-
tors and some openly admitted that
they were homesick and didn’'t care
how hard and how long they worked
s0 long as the business of the House
was expedited and prorogation came
before the snow fell.

To this Opposition members offered
the cynical retort that it was all very
well for Government members to talk
so since their only duties were to vote
for Government measures. Opposition
members, on the other hand, had to
scrutinize Government legislation
closely amd had far heavier responsi-
bilities.

Sir George Fosu:r,, who sponsored
the resolution and who is one of the
oldest members of the House, offered
to be present every morning, after-
noon and evening, if that were nec-
essary. He was willing, however, that
Monday be excluded from the morning
sittings and D. D. McKenzie, rising,
said: ‘“For anything which we may
receive may the Lord make us truly
thankful® .
