Many others have been'so altered, that but few of -
their clauses remain in force. ~ It may well be supposed, that these =~
circumstances are not fully known even to several of these persons

in public situations, whose duty it is to carry many of the laws into -

effect. A great number of those persons, are not in' possession of

_ a full sett of our statutes,and from this circumstance and several

others, many of the statutes contained in the first and second vo-

lumes, and some passed in subsequent sessions,” are often acted .

upon, which have either been repealed, in whole or in part, orhave

been suffered to expire. - The present publication, is intended to

- obviate or remove these and other inconvenieneiés, and will bring

into view, under the respective titles, all the laws now in force,
