statutes were being discarded and the inclusion of
a new disciplinary code would eliminate objection=-
able legislation by reference to U.K. legislation.

The enactment of this bill would involve
the repeal of the Militlia Act, the Department of
National Defence Act, the Royal Military College
Act, the Royal Canadian Air Force Act and the
Naval Service Act.

An explanatory memorandum had been
circulated.

Legislation; Militia Pension Act
amendment

4, The Minister of National Defence
reported on a proposed bill to amend the Militia
Pension Act.

Amendments proposed were largely technical
in nature, involvirg such matters as coverage of
"subordinate officers", adjustment of arrangements
regarding pension and salary position of former
military personnel employed in the Public Service,
conditions relating to liability for pension
reductions, and other matters.

An explanatory memorandum had been cir-
cula ted.
