26 FIRST-CLASS PASSENGERS,
New York, May 8.—An incomplete list of the dead
recelved at 8.40 a.m. by the local Cunard office con-
tains the names of only 25 first cabin passengers,
Alfred G. Vanderbilt, Charles Frohman and Elbert
Hubbard are not named in the list,
