“Some tiwe in September, the Bichop,
in & published address to the clergy of the
diocese, tcok occasion to snimadvert
severely upon the Jeeuits in view of tne
restoration of their order by the present
Pontiff, and of the proposed establishment
of & great Jesuit college in Washington,
This, the Bichop feared, would be a centre
of dangerous intrigne with our politics ;
and he proposed to depict the davger to
our free institutions in very alarming
colors. He pointed out the stupid indif-
ference of our American people to the ever
watchful, insidious and determined
advarces of Romanism, besring with
special severity upon the Jesnits and their
growing power, and not scrupling to cell
them ‘those burglars of ths nuiverse.’

“Immediately there appeared in the
Buffalo Express a short, pointed reply to
the Bishop, vindicating the Jesuits as the
civilizers of the Indians, as more devoted
missionaries than otbers, as eminent the
world over for their protonnd aud various
learnipg, aud for their remarkable skill
and success in the work of education.

“This drew the fire of the Bichop seain,
in s letter in which he charged upon the
Jeauita the old reprosch of holding and
practising by the maxim that ‘the end
justifies the means.’ ‘This,’ be eaid, is one
of the ‘privileges’ included in the whole-
gale restorativns of Leo XIII, Nobedy
scquainted with the Secreta Monita, or with
Pascal’s Provincial Letters, can have any
doubt as to their maxim, that ‘the end
justifies the means,’ nor of their coneis-
tency in working under it.’

“A rejoinder to this letter came

romptly, offering to pay the Bishop
§1,oo if he would make good his charge.
Said the writer: ‘If Bichop Coxs can show
from the suthentic worde of any ore of
the thousands of authors of the Society of
Jesue, that the Jecuits teach the principle
that the end justifies the means, he shall
receive the reward of $1 000, payable at
Canieius College of this city.”
