Refutes Graft Charge
Winnipeg, March 4—The Manitoba
legislature had another lively session
today. The question of the payment
by the C.P.R. of $150,000 to Hon. Robt.
Rogers for the Conservative campaign
tund was again before the house, and
Rogers read the sworn evidence of
General Manager Bury (of the C.P.R.,
in which he emphatically denied ever
having made the statement that the
C.P.R. gave the party $150;000. Mr.
Rogers also emphatically denied the
story.

There was another breeze in the
house over the boundary question.
Mr. Rogers introduced an amend-
ment to the resolution of the Liberal
leader that Manitoba should accept
the boundaries and fix the ' financial
part later. Mr. Rogers, claimed that
this was impossible, as it was con-
trary to the British Noith ‘America
Act. He accused the Liberals of the
house of endeavoring to block nege-
tiations, so as to help out the Otta
wa government. He hinted that he
might, in order that connections be-
tween the two governments should
not be so strong, introduce a bill this
gession making it illegal for mem-
bers of the provincial house to be an
employee of the Dominion govern-
ment.

Washington, March 7—In a census
of the world recently published by the
government statistical bureau at Stutt-
gart, Dr. Zeller, the director, who is
one of the Tnost ‘eminent of statisti-
clans, estimates that the population of
the world as 1,544,510,000, of whom
534,940,000 are Christians, 300,000,000
are Confucians, 114,000,000 are Brah-
mis, 175,290,000 are Mohammedans,
121,000,000 ar Buddhists, 10,860,000 are
Jews and the _remainder. belong to
other religious denominations ol are
pagans.

Thesge figures have created 3ome sur-
prise, particularly with referencc to
the Buddhists and the Mohammedans.

he authorities usually credit the bud-
dhists with the great majority of the
inhabitants of China, apd do not ac-
cept Confucianism as a religion, but
consider it merely moral philosophy.
There is no contra-distinction  be-
tween Buddhism and Confucianism,
any more than there is between Shin-
totsm and Buddhism in Japan; and the
Statesman’s Year Book, which is con-
sidered high authority, says, ‘_‘Prob-
ably all Chinesg, not Mohammiedans
or Christians, profess and practice all
three religions, Taoism, which is de-
mon_worship; Confuclanism, which is
philosophy, .and . Buddhism.”  The
Statesman’s Year Book also gives th
Buddhists mearly all the 45,000,000
the population of Japan and the. en-
tire population of Siam and Burmah.

Stabbing Case -

Kansas City, March 6—John P. Cud-
ahy, manager of the Cudahy Packing |
Plant at Kansas City, is under arrest
here charged with stabbing J. S. Lil-
s, president of the Western Exchange
Bank of this city, in Cudahy’s home,
100 East 36th street, early this morn-
ing. Lillis is said to be dying in St.
Mary’s hospital and a member of the
County Prosecutors office is endeavor-
ing to gain entrance to the institu-
tion to take an ante-mortem state-
ment.

Although every effort has been made
to keep the details of the affair quiet,
it has been learned that Cudahy after
announcing he expected to leave the
city, returned to his home at one
o’clock this morning to find Lillis in a
room with Mrs. Cudahy.
