Mr. Fielding Refutes the Statement 
That Canada Seeks Annexation.

London, July 1.—The annual Domin­
ion Day banquet was held tonight at 
the Hotel Cecil, Lord Starthcona pre­
siding. W. S. Fielding, Canadian Min­
ister of Finance, delivered a speech 
in which he said he rejoiced at the 
generous streams of capital and popu­
lation which were entering Canada 
from the United States among other 
places. The streams were welcomed, 
and he hoped they would continue to 
flow into the Dominion. He defended 
the Canadian immigration regulations 
which, he said, wbre aimed solely at 
encouraging the class likely to suc­
ceed and discouraging those not suited 
to the country

In reference to the alleged feeling 
in favor of annexation to the United 
States, Mr. Fielding declared there 
was never a moment in Canada’s his­
tory when annexation was less con­
sidered than now The Canadians had 
the utmost respect for the United 
States, but they were determined that 
while they would maintain the beet 
possible relations with their southern 
neighbor, they would work out their 
own problem of government and 
would remain thoroughly British.

The speaker emphasized that the 
commercial treaties with the United 
States, France, Germany and other 
nations in nowise interfered with 
Canada’s full liberty to make any de­
sired preferential arrangements with 
Great Britain.

The Earl of Crewe, Secretary of 
State for the Colonies, said that as a 
member of the Government he wel­
comed the fact that Canadian au­
tonomy now applied to her interna- 
tonal relations.
