I shall now attempt to detail to you
our fight with De Wet, which occur-

| Dec. 14, while we were at Harrismith,

| intercept De Wet. The column was
| composed of the First and Second Reg-
| iment of the I. L. H. and about 400
| Imperial Yeomanry.

Well, we left for Bethlehem, a place

about 60 miles from Harrismith on

the following day, leaving the form-
| er city in the evening about 8 o'clock,

and had gone about 25 miles when
| word came to our colonel that De Wet
! had changed his course and that we
should make haste and return to
Bethlehem,as De Wet had heilographb-
| ed to the British commander of that
| garrison that he was prepared to meet
us between Bethlehem -and 'Harri
smith, and that we should not forget
to bring the ¢convoy, as he was going
to capture it at all hazzards. But, as
it was, we took no conwoy, having left
the convoy of 150 wagons at this place,
| On the morning of the 18th we left
Bethlehem at 4 o’clock and proceeded
to find Mr. De Wet. At 8.30 a, m., at
Tigers’ Kloof, we were completely sur-
rounded. Firing commenced ‘at 8.30
and lasted until sundown, and was
one of the hottest fires I have been
under during my twelve months’ ser-
vice. Phe enemy fought with great
determination, and made several un-
successful charges on oul positions,
but on each occasion were repulsed,
they having been obliged to retire at
the point of the bayonet, as they were
in as elose as 20 feet of us.

De Wet had one big gun, one pom-
pom and two maxims, while we had
two big guns, two pompoms and two
maxims, and they certainly did splen-
did work. The Boers big gun and
pompoms were silenced by ours after
four hours fightimg, and had it not
been for our maxim the enemy would
have undoubtedly have captured one
of our big gums, as on our right flank
the Boers were in far superior num-
bers and had the better cover, while
we were In the open under no cover
whatever.

I was expecting (o be the recipient
of a few of them durimg the. fight,
as bullets were whistling around me.
A trooper by the name of Robinson,
who was lying byl the side 6f me, wad
shot with an explosive bullet through
the stomach and I understand has
since died. I thought at the fime he
was hit the jig was all up with me,
in fact I had all kinds of funny.feel-
ings.

One of our doctors, whro was attend-
ing to the wounded on the firing Line,
was shot three times 'and recommend-
ed for the V. C., but 1 believe he has
since died of his wounds.

The Boer casualties were 80 killed
and 72 wounded, while our casualties
were a few killed and 27 wounded,
but had it not been for our taking,the
positions as quick as we did, one min-
ute's delrly would have resulted in our
being cuf out, as it was a cleverly
devised scheme of De Wel's During
the course of the firing | noticed
with my own eyes several heroic
deeds by the Boers, who were picking
up their dead and wounded comrades,
and carrying them away on their
horses under a most deadly fire to
some place of cover,

At the time we came in contact
with De Wet we had marched for two
days and' nights, covering 140 miles,
with hardly anything to eat, and not
even a blanket or waterproof sheet
_for shélter. Qur troops received the
“highest praise from Gen. Dartnel and
our Colonel, McKenzie, the latter who
is known as “fighting Mac.” The
following are the various kinds of
deadly bullets the enemy were using
at Tiger's Kloof: Soft nose, expan-
sive, express, martini, dum dum, and
mausey.

During the course of my 12 months
service in the field, I have never seen
the Boers display so much heroism as
they did in tnis fight. We captured
thirteen Boers during’ the fight and
