GERMANY’S MERCHANT MARINE.

She Needed It, She Wanted It, and 
by Hard Work She Got It.

No lees remarkable than the rise of the 
German military and naval power within the 
last half century has been the growth of her 
merchant marine. Though the former is too 
we'l known to need comment the latter is 
bv no means sufficiently appreciated.

Thv policy of Germany, particularly under 
her present ruler, has been toward the build- 
in»; up of a great navy, but, as pointed out 
by the- Forum, a first class navy cannot be 
maintained for long without a strong mer­
chant marine. The taxpayers of a nation 
will not very long support the burden of a 
first class navy unless they have a large 
merchant marine to be protected by It.

Furthermore, an effective navy demands 
the existence of a large merchant fleet as a 
training school for seaman. Battleships and 
torpedo boats do not make a navy. Any 
wealthy nation can purchase them, but a 
national aptitude for the sea is not so easily 
•purchased Its acquisition usually result* 
onlv from a faithful apprenticeship upon the 
carriers of commerce.

The geographical location of Germany Is 
not such as to give her an advantage In the 
competition for the carrying trade of the 
world. On the contrary, ehe Is very unfavor­
ably located. Her ports upon the Baltic are 
cut off from the ocean by Denmark, which 
until the middle of last ceutury levied sound 
due* upon all vessels entering and leaving 
the Baltic. Not only that, her ports upon this 
eea are frozen up during a considerable por­
tion of the year.

Her ports upon the North Sea are more 
favorably located in this respect. The com­
munication between the two sets of ports 
has been greatly Improved by the conetruc- 
tlon of the Kaiser Wilhelm Canal. Yet for 
all this Germany is still less favorably locat­
ed for communication with the markets of 
the world than any other first class power 
except RuMla and Austria (If either may 

be still called a first class power).
Nor does Germany possess any great na-

Yet Three-Fourths of Com rustic ut’s

WRECK ON THE I. C. R.

Halifax, Aug. 24.—Eight miles east of 
New Glasgow a special freight train run­
ning from Stellarton to Mulgrave fent 
into the ditch, causing heavy damage to 
cars and track. The tender and fourteen 
cars ran off and several went down the 
steep bank to the water’s edge.

Some cars of flour, fire brick and 
flooring are badly broken up. An auxil­
iary train was hurried to the scene from 
Stellnrton, and by noon had a new track 
laid and the Sydney express passed safe­
ly by.

Passengers and mails on the morning 
train were transferred at the wreck. No 
one was hurt. No cause has yet been 
ascertained for the accident.

WIFE DESERTERS
Michigan Plans More Rigid and 

Uniform State Laws.

Stricter Regulatien of Marriages 
Also is Being Sought.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 25.—The com­
missioners on uniform state laws, now 
in session here, are endeavoring to form­
ulate a law which shall mete out just 
punishment for wife desertion and non­
support. The discussion to-day also in­
cluded the first draft of a law to make 
uniform marriages and licenses to

The more rigid wife desertion punish­
ment was urged on information that in 
only one case out of six- of wife deser­
tion the women are at fault, and that 
the usual deserter is not physically ill 
or weak or discouraged, nor desperate 
because his helpmate's temper and 
housekeeping, but is an able bodied, 
young man seeking to indulge a selfish 
nature.

From the best statistics, the committee 
reports, wife desertion is increasing, and 
it appears to lie due to moral rather 
than to physical causes. The deserter 
usually abandons his home because he 
wants to avoid ordinary cares or some 
unusual trouble.

The figures on which the committee­
men proposing the uniform law base their 
assertions were gathered from specific 
instances coming under the observation 
of William H. Baldwin, of the board 
of managers of associated charities in 
Washington, and the associated chari­
ties bureaus in Boston, Philadelphia, 
and New York

But the man is not the only deserter 
aimed at by the proposed law. It is 
provided that a woman who, able to 
support the children dependent on her, 
deserts them, shall be deemed guilty 
of desertion.

The penality recommended for the of­
fense for either male or female deser­
ter is a fine of not more than $600, or 
imprisonment at hard labor for not 
more than twelve months. Should a 
fine be paid, the court may direct it, 
in whole or part, to the wife or to the 
children. The offense also is made ex­
traditable.

Shoemaker’s Candles.
I well remember some seventy years 

since seeing flat candles in use. To pro­
duce what was known as the flat candle, 
which was also sometimes called "shoe­
maker's candle.” two newly made “dips’* 
were pressed close to each other while 
soft and then* again lowered into the hot 
fat, thus holding them together as one 
candle with two wicks. The size could 
then be increased if desired.

This flat candle was most generally 
used by shoemakers and tailors, but was 
made use of in some households when­
ever an extra bright light for working 
or reading was required.-—Correspoa*
