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The Revolution.
The news from Portugal is alarm­

ing for Newfoundland. The very 
meagreness of the intelligence is a 
disturbing element. We do not know 
the extent of the revolution and have 
no indications how long the fight will 
last The revolutionists apparently 
have the upper band, but we have no 
means of gauging the strength of the 
resistance which can be put up 
against them.

To what extent the army has gone 
against the King Is not evident. A 
prolonged struggle will be a serious 
matter for Newfoundland.. Portugal 
la one of our biggest customers for 
dry fish, and with cholera disturbing

his own subjects as no monarch per­
haps was ever disliked before. The 
Tsar Is unpopular amongst a com­
paratively small section of his peo­
ple only, the bulk of them almost 
worship him. King Alfonso earned 
the enmity of the anti-clericals 
amongst his subjects for consenting 
to the execution of Senor Ferrer, but 
the anti-clericals, again, constitute a 
quite insignificant proportion of the 
Spanish people.

With King Manuel, on the other 
hand, the case is altogether different. 
High and low, rich and poor, liberal 
and reactionary, unite in condemning 
him. His unpopularity is personal, 
and it is universal. To try to buy his 
portrait in the shops of his own 
capital, is to lay one’s self open to 
Insult. “We do not sell portraits of 
that fellow,” they will tell you quite 
openly.

This un­
fortunate Manuel • succeeded to a 
1-ige heritage of debt and hatred for 
which he was too young to be held 
accountable.

King Manuel has. however, to 
answer for the sins of his House. The 
extract appended from a recent issue 
of Pearson’s Weekly pictures the In­
tense feeling which existed against

Fishery Treaty
BETWEEN NEWFOUNDLAND AND 

AMERICA IN PREPARATION.
Washington, D. C„ Oct. 1—Taking 

the Initiative in Canadian recipro­
city negotlatons, the United States 
has asked the Dominion Government 
for an early conference, at which a 
treaty may be signed.

Coincident with the conference over 
a treaty with Canada there will be 
undertaken a reciprocity agreement 
with Newfoundland. This cannot be 
covered wth a treaty with Canada. 
Mr. Chas. M. Pepper, of the Bureau 
of Trade Relations has been in New­
foundland preparing the way for a 
treaty and the negotiations are per­
haps more advanced than those with 
Canada which resulted from the 
meeting of the President and Cana­
dian officials when the application of 
the maximum and minimum tariff 

| was under consideration. The re- 
: moval of the fisheries question from 
the conference with Newfoundland, 
through the action of the Hague 
court, takes from It one of the seri­
ous handicaps formerly present.

Invermore Arrived.
The S. S. Invermore, Capt. Jacob 

Kean, arrived here at 9.30 last night 
from Labrador, having connected with 
the Stella Mhris at Hopidale. The 
Ship brought 150 passengers across 
the Straits qf Belle Isle, and landed 
them at the different Newfoundland 
ports of call, most of them leaving 
the ship at Carbonear, Harbor Grace 
and Brlgus. The passengers In sa­
loon for St. John's were:—Mfv Geo. 
Motty, Capt. Jensen, <3: A. Sara, J. 
Burke, Rev. Mr. Bohaman, wife and 
family from Okak, going home- to Get- 
many, Mrs. Serrfck and Capt W. Bart­
lett. Capt Bartlett’s ' crews from 
Turnavlck were landed at Brigus.

The fishery was about closed down 
when the Invermore passed sente, add 
all the schooners had left tfie coast. 
The .ship brought a large freight in­
cluding seal oil from Ho pedate. The 
return trip was very stormy after 
leaving Cape Harrison. Another and 
8 worse storm was met after crossli 
the Straits. The ship had to He ti 
seven hours off the Grey Islands. The 
cargo was badly shaken up and. sev­
eral casks of oil were broken. Being 
unable to get to Twlllingate1 on ac­
count of the big sea raging Capt. 
Kean had to run for Snook’s Arm. 
Three wrecked crews were brought 
up and landed at Carbonear and Har­
bor Grace. Two of the schooners 
were driven on shore, the third was 
destroyed by fire at Lord’s Arm, near 
Smfg Harbor. Murphy, of Carbonear, 
owned one schooner, and One belong­
ing to Capt. Nath. Davis, of Harbor 
Grace, lost at Dead Island.

Thrown on Beam' Ends
The little schr. Ophir, Capt. Wm. 

Maher, of Acquaforte. narrowly es­
caped going to bottom in coming from 
that port here on Saturday morning 
at 7 o’clock. As she came down the 
shore when off Cape Broyle Head a 
sudden squall from the W.S.W. came 
oft the land and striking the schr. 
which was light in ballast, threw her 
or. her beam ends and shifted the 
ballast. A tremendous sea was rais­
ed and for nearly two hours the ves­
sel was washed over by sea after sea. 
One of the men named Benjamin 
Craft was washed overboard, but was 
thrown back by another sea, and 
dung to the rail until the skipper 
grasped him and after « struggle got 
him on board, wet, chilled and ex­
hausted. Leaving the skipper at 
the wheel the other man and boy on 
board had to get into the hold and 
trim the ballast, after which she 
stood on an even keel and was nursed 
Into Bay Bulls, where she sheltered 
untfl Tuesday. The crew telegraphed 
tueir friends of their experience and 
escape. . ______
