Ottawa, May . 18.—Although the nigha
was. 100 cloudys for observations the
astronomers at the Dominion observa-
tory ‘tonight wdre able to distinguisn
“the time at which the earth entered the
comet’s tall, -and  tiie -timeé “the pas-
sage was compl‘bted Starting at 8:50
tonight the earth entered the tail of
the comet; completing the journey
through -‘at '13:30 this (Thursday)
morning, All during the period of four
hours disturbanpe? were evidenced on
the delicate megmetic ingtruments. As
the earth énter@d the comets tail the
disturbances, which were more or less
of an' electrical’ nature, were very
slight, but gradually increasing in vel-
ume ‘and again diminished as the two
bodies separated. Nothing of a phe-
nomenal pature occurred to mark the
meeting of the earth and comet's tafl.
Dr. Klotz, assistant Dominion astron-
omer; “and Ql)ser\ er R. M. Mother-
well were ‘on “duty at the observatory.
Dr. Klotz stated 'to your correspondent
that the’ instruments seemed at times
to hecome electrified and quite plainly
registered the time of the passing.

Some Goed Observations

Yerkes. Observatory, Williams Bay.
May 18.—As the world passed through
the tail’ of Halley's eomet, astronomers
at the Yerkes observatory tonight ob-
tained photographs and  accurate
records of meéteoric phenomena and
vartous ‘heavenly illuminations under
atmospheric: conditions nearly perfect
for work with a camera and teléscope.
