State of Minnesota Won Sub-
stantial Victory in the-United
States Supreme Court, which
Will Mean Much to the Dif-
ferent States of the Union

MAY ALSO FIX MAXIMUM
FREIGHT RATE FOR STATE

Provided Always That the Ratesl
. Fixed By the State Are Not|
L Tonfiscatory; Court Holds|
That Some State Charges
Were Confiscatory

Washington, June 9.—The state of
Minnesota won a substantial victory in
the United States supreme court today,
when, in the Minnesota state rate case,
Justice Hughes, for the court, held that
the rates of the Minneapolls and St.|
Louls railroad were confiscatory and
unconstitutional, but that the rates of
the Northern Pacific and Great North- |
ern were valid. |

The decision was a victory for the |
state on the inter-state commerce |
phase of the controversy, and on the |
confiscatory features with the excep-
tion of the portion affecting the North-
ern Pacific and Great Northern.

In effect, the supreme court’s deci-
sion upholds the right of the Minnesota
commission and the legislature to pre-
scribe a passenger rate of two cents a'
mile and a maximum freight rate, pro-
vided always those rates are not con-
fiscatory.
