CALLING OLDER MEN

Germany Extends Military Ser-
vice to Men Born After 1870.
Capenhagen, Oet. 15.—Germany has ex-
tended military service to men 47 years
old, and is caling-upon those who have
heretofore escaped service on eccount of
military unfitness. The army already in-
cludes & large number above the legal
limit of 45 years, on the ground that al-
though nobody above that age coyld be
mobilized, yet no regulation existed for
the discharge of a soldier reaching that

age.
The new regulation talls to the colors
all exempts born after September 8, 1870.

BLAME EXTREMISTS
FOR LAST DISASTER

The Maximalists Were Fid-
dling When Country Was
in Danger

Petrograd, Oct. 15.—The newspapers
exhibit alarm at the landing of the
Germansg on Oesel island. The Bourse
Gazette says the situation of the coun-
try is morgcomplicated because a solu-
tion must be found not only for the
unsatisfactory state of affairs in the
interior, but of the problem presented
by the: closing of the Gulf of Riga by
the -Germans, The Russkaya Volia
says: b

“We are being led toward our Cal-
vary, but perhaps we shall find our
res urrection.”

The Rech attributed@ the -disaster
partly to bad visibility and the unex-
ampled political frivolity,of leaders of
the Russian democracy. The Social-
ist press takes the Maximalists to task.
The Volia Naroda recalls Premier Ker-
ensky’s  warning of ‘the .danger of a
Germen coup in the Baltic, whiech ws

stigmatized by the leadér of the Maxi-

malists as an unworthy political ma-
neuver 4 The newspaper insists on the
necessi of an implacable struggle
against Maximalists.

The Den declares the Maximalist as-
pirations recently displayed in the fleet
undoubtedly contributed to the German
success, Only the Izvestia organ of the
council of soldiers’ and workmen'’s dele-
gates, looks at the disaster as a bless-
ing in some respect, saying the news
of the German landing came at a time
when Russia, learning of the troubles
in the German navy, was beginning to
entertain gange'rorus and unfounded ii-
lusions regarding the imaginary dis-
organization of the enemy.

‘The landing of the Germans has in-
creased the exodus from Petrograd,
which has been noticeable since the fall
of Riga.
