SOURCES OF DIPHTHERIA,

Pet Animals Have Been Kncwn to Dis-
seminate Disease.

The English physician, Longstaff,
who has compiled some interesting sta-
tistics on **Social, Political and Medi-
cal” topics, has clothed them in delight-
ful English ; every woman of the land
may read and not only enjoy, but profit
thereby. His investigations of the
sources of disease have been thorough,
and the result should be known all over
the world. It is the source which we
must know before we can effectually
stamp out disease. Longutaff helps us
in this, for he has mnot only compiled
fizures, but nade them a revelation of
hidden and unsuspected sources of in-
tfection and contagion.

That terror to every mother o young
children, diphtheria, he asserts origin-
ates in the country. It has long been
known that farm animals are subject to
throat diseases, and in some countries
the peasantry live in close relationship
with their live stock. A sensitive throat
is more susceptible to the inroads of
chance bacteria, and diphtheritic bacilli
multiply faster than almost auy other
vet known parasite. When an epidemic
rages among farm animals it is tound
that there is likely to be one of diph-
heria or some equally dangerous throat
trouble among the farmers’ families, It
takes but a tiny point of broken or sen—
sitive membrane for ubiquitous
microbe “to find and stay and destroy.”

In these days of bad weather,
dust and cold makes throats tender and
coughing is rather the rule than th: ex-
ception, the slightest irritation should
be carefully soothed and a healing gar-
gle used,

CLIMBING TO THE SKY.

PROPOSITION TO RAISE THE EIFFEL
TOWER TO 1,530 FEET.

Plans for the Paris Show—Many Odd

Ideas d to the XM o

the Great P of 1900

the Center ef the Earth.

Plans and proposals for the projects of
the International Exhibition at Paris in
1900 are being examined by a jury com-

osed of prominent architects, artists,
gnnuciers, officials and others. The
pians, models and designs are now on
exhibition in the Palais des Industries
and are exciting considerable interest,
says Le Figaro. When the prizes were
offered 664 aspirants applied for compe-
tition, but only 108 of these have com-
pleted their works, which now occupy
23 rooms in the Palais des Industries.

As the taking down of the Eiffel tower
would cost the French Government 14,-
000,000 francs indemnity to the owners,
besides the expense of demolishing it,
most ot the projects retain it as a fea-
ture and some use it as a basis of more
or less ingenious and fantastic monu-
ments,

Plan No. 5 shows an immense aquatic
castle on the Champ de Mars, which is
thought immersed for the eccasion. No.
7 covers the entire Machinery Hall with
a number of Russian cupolasand make
it a centre of display ot electrical illu-
mination.

No. 10 covers the entirs Champ de
Mars with an immense building.

No. 14 places a tower on Machinery
Hall topped by an immense globe re-
presenting our planet.

No. 16 lays parts of the Eiffel tower
upon its side and builds two enormous
elephants, decorated in KEast Indian
style, and the interior furnished with
restaurants, ball rooms, etc.

PUSHING BKYWARDS,

Another project raises the Eiffcl tower
to 1530 feet, and makes of it a monu-
ment of our century, decorating it with
sketches from the various periods of
our civilization. This projector will also
dig a well 9000 feet deep.

20 puts in place of the tower a
monumental bailding as a corner-
for the twentieth century. One
architect covers the entire Exposition
with a glass roof and erects an immense
crystal palace. Bridges, columns, via-
ducts, railroads, mosques, ships, I,
palaces, etc., appaar in endless vavicty.

A very interesting plan, magnificent
in its conception, is No. 61. It makes the

>alace des Industries the central point
and has a straight-line boulevard to the
Champ des Mars, offering from all points
perspective views of the grounds; he
changes the Trocadero, turns Machinery
Hall into the Art Building, provides for
reproductions of the Acropolis of Athens,
St. Mark's Place of Venice and prin-
cipal monuments of architectural art,
but retains nearly all the building of
the Exposition of 1889. This plan has
so far found the greatest approval, as it
is the most economic, artistic and per-
tect to all outward appearances,
