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A CANADIAN ON TRUSTS.

An article in the March number of the
Popular Science Monthly on ““Competition
and Trusts,” contributed by Mr. George
Iles, late of Montreal, is exceedingly well
written and shows that he has thought
much and deeply oa a very difficult sub-
ject. The writer describes how trusts
have been developed, and he offers sug-
gestions as to how they should be regarded
by the public and treated by the govern-
ment. He gives the history of competition
in trade. He traces the process by which
competition has become so keen that the
profits of producers have been whittled
down to a very narrow margin or have
disappeared altogether. The factory first
took from the mechanic who ‘worked for
his immediate neighbors his occupation.
Larger factories with more capital and
better machinery snuffed out the smaller
establishments.  Their competition be-
tween the big concerns killed those that
were weak and reduced the profits of
those that survived to the lowest point
consistent with the continuance of their
existence. Mr. Iles gives a graphic ac-
count of the devices resorted to by manu-
facturers and others to obtain a share of
the trade of the country—of the - noble
army of drummers, of the different modes
of advertising, of gifts to customers, of
adulteration, etc. He reminds his readers
of what the prevailing desire for cheap-
ness has had to do with stimulating com-
petition and deteriorating the quality of
goods. When at last the producers found
that they were ruining each other by this
fierce competition, they began to combine.
Trusts were to be the cure for over-pro-
duction and excessive cheapness. A
history is given of the StandardjOil Trust
and its ruthless and unprinciplgd methods
of dealing with those that{stood in its way
are noticed. But Mr. Iles, though he does
not approve of the means used by this
self-made monopoly appears to think that
the end achieved was not detrimental to
the public good.

“‘Fairly managed,” he says, ‘‘a trust is
the last term in a process which
when a machine dispossessed haad labor;
which advanced when steam was applied
to the machine; which took another step
when  steam-machinery operated by
massed joint stock companies undersold
private firms. Industrial progress has
steadily marched forward along the lines
dictated by the economy of bigness over
smallness, of high specialization of the
adjustment of supply to an ascertained
demand, the constant substitution of
knowledge of markets for ignorance re-
garding them, the unremitting elimina-
tion of chance. To many thousands of
worthy men engaged in the rivalry with
new methods they have meant defeat and
ruin. This is pathetic but inevitable, for,
when men once find out some better or
cheaper way of dving a thing, they never
go back tosome costlier or more trouble-
some .plans, no matter who suffers. . . .
If the Standard Oil Trust, disgraceful
though its history may be, can prove that
it gathers, transports, refines, and sells
petroleum cheaper than. could the com-
petitors whose place it has taken, what
can be said against it. Its managers have
built up a Union—comprehending or-
ganization and are-entitled to sharein the
results which flow from the economies
they have perfected.”

This last observation looks very much
as if Mr. lles believes that it is lawful to
do evil if good is to be the result. Who
is to say that if this great commercial ini-
quity had not been suffered to grow up
by ruining its competitors that the petro-
leum trade would not have under free
competition have attained a higher degree
of perfection than what it has now
attained. We are among those who be-
lieve that it would. Other manufactures
have grown and improved without having
recourse to crime_and corruption of all
kinds, and why should not the manufac-
ture of petroleum ?

There are trusts, however, which Mr.
Iles unsparingly condemms, and which he,
would have restrained by the strong arm
of the law. These he stigmatizes as
‘‘conspiracies whose aim is nothing but
the artificial raising of prices and impover-
ishment of the public.” The Standard

linseed oil trust, and others which he
denounces. If they were allowed to
override all competitors as the Standard
Oil Trust did, they might become as rich
and bring their respective industries to as
high a pitch of perfection. But Mr. Iles
draws the line at sugar and raw linseed
oil. Those trusts take from the commu-
nity immense sums without giving them
anything more or anything better than
they had before, in return. The sugar
trust raised the price of the commodity
they dealt in from onme-half to three-
quartersof & cent per.pounds and the
Lirseed Oil Trust advances theprice 4
thirty-eight to fifty-six cents a gallon. By
combination alone these trusts were able
to levy a heavy tax on-the whole commu-
nity. Is this to be permitted ¢ Mr. Iles
thinks not. He believes that the law
should interfere for the protection of the
consumer. He says:—

“The State already exercises a degree
of supervision over certain quasi-public
1..:sinesses, banking, insurance and rail-
reading. Its supervision mn{mjusﬂy be
extended to the ‘‘trusts,” while at the
same time the levy of a just tax will make
the people sharers in the advantages of
t:ust  organizations. Their affairs pub-
lished, their managers will have a better
chance to cultivate a sense of public
responsibility than at present.
When, without status, their security
threatened by attacks of all sorts,
they seem intent on making the most of
an oppormnit.y which they expect to be
brief.’

If trusts are to be taxed who is to.pre-
vent them taking ‘the tax out of the pub-
lic which buys what they have to sell.
They have the regulation of prices and
they will take very good care to set the
price of any commodity sufficiently high
not only to cover all expenses, the trust-
tax included, but to give themselves a
handsome profit besides. It seems to us
that taxing trusts will aggravate the evil|
instead of lessening it. The editor of the
Monthly does not approve of Mr, Iles’s
cure. He can not see how the Govern-
ment is going to help the consumers inthe
least, and thinks that the best thing that
the State can do is to let the whole busi-

THE SALMON MARKET.

A Bearish Article From the ‘“American Gro-
cer”—The Alaska Product.

SaN Francisco, March 8.—The Ameri-
can Grocer looks upon the recent report
of sales of 350,000 to 575,000 cases of
the next season’s pack of salmon as some-
what fishy. It says that “it is the opinion
of people conversant with inside trade
information that the move has been to
buy some Columbia River packs at high
prices, in order to make good sales for
Alaska salmon, their interest in Alaska
and other waters being very heavy. Pack-
ing salmon in Alaska 1s a profitable busi-
ness, as indicated by the report that the
Karluk Company has declared a dividend
of $125,000, or about $1 per case for the
quantity packed last season. Alaska
salmon is held at $1.30@$1.35 in San
Francisco, and has been offered New
York jobbers at $1.32}. Some Ilarge
packs have been placed entire at lower
figures.” A suspicious circumstance, as
it is regarded here, is the fact that while
these salmon are reported sold for export,
they ‘are being offered to the domestic
trade.

Another significant fact mentioned by
the Grocer is that their Liverpool corre-
spondents make no references of any such
purchases for English account, but do
speak of the purchase of some British
lumbia pack. If any considerable pro-
portion of futures reported sold last Mon-
day go out of the country, it will, of
course, help make a good price for the
remainder, and at the same time help
English operators to get a good price for
stock on hand and en route.

The
mills continue to make yarn; but the
spinners will probably object to the piling
up of the supply much longer. The spin-
ners will meet to-morrow night. The
manufacturers declare the strike will
benefit them by lessening the stock in the
market and raise the prices.

New York Coal Market.

New York, March, 12.—Representa-
tives of the six leading coal companies met
here to-day, and reduced the wholesale
price of coal fifty cents per ton for stove;
bb cents for chestnut; 40 cents for 3
and 15 cents for grate.

$3.90; grate $3.75. The representatives
of individual operators also met, but re-
fused to make their action public.
