The Esplanade Committee’s report to be 
considered at the meeting of the City 
Council, to-morrow evening, will be a spe­
cially interesting one*- in so much as it re­
presents the final attempt of the city to come 
to some arrangement in the matter of the 
Esplanade.

! Il BARONET BURNED TO DEATH-
I He Upsets a Paraffine Lamp in His Lon­

don Residence and is Suffocated 
With Several Others.

London, May 24.—At midnight on Satur­
day Lord Romilly upset a paraffine lamp in 
the drawing-room of his London residence. 
He was alone at tbe time and vainly at­
tempted to extinguish tbe fire unassisted. 
Shortly after the butler smelled smoke, and 
on making a hurried investigation found 
Lord Romilly lying senseless in the burning 
drawing-room, the nobleman having been 
overcome by smoke and the fumes arising 
from the burning contents of the lamp. 
Lord Romillv was subsequently removed 
to St. George’s Hospital, where be died. 
Fire engines, iu response to alarms sent out, 
hastened to Lord Romilly’s house. The fire­
men on entering found Blanche Griffin, a 
housemaid, and Emma Lovell, the cook, in 
the same state of insensibility in which their 
employer was discovered. They were also 
removed to the hospital, where it was found 
that liofch were already dead. Another 
female servant and the butler had succeeded 
in escaping from tbe house. The fire, which 
was not extensive, was soon extinguished.

i A Large Stone Block of Warehouses the 

Property of the Gray Nuns Com­
pletely Destroyed.

Montreal, May 24.—The most disastrous 
fire that has occurred in Montreal for a long 
time broke out shortly after 6 o’clock to­
night. The fire started in Friedman’s liquor 
warehouse in Debrrsoles-street and extended 
to the large atone block of warehouses ex­
tending from Debresolae to Notre Dame- 
street near the French Church, and occupied 
by the New England Paper Comoaay, 
Young À Sons, dye manufacturers; the 
Metropolitan Manufacturing Company; R. 
Beullac, church ornaments; Pratt, pianos 
and organs.*1

The losses will be very heavy. Friedman’s 
establishment was almost totally destroyed. 
The top flats of Beullac’s establishment 
completely ruined. Pratt’s warehouses, 
which were stored with several hundred valu­
able pianos, were badly gutted and the other 
premises suffered more orjless. The building, 
which is owned by the Grey Nuns, was badly 
wrecked. The total loss js estimated at over 
$100,000, which is probably covered by in­
surance.
