Sir,~I hereby submit for your consider-
ation ‘my report for year ended October
31st, 1882, for inspectorial District No. 4

The number of Sections in this District
has been augmented by the formation of »
pew Scction ‘in the District of Clare, by
snbdivision of two adjoining Sections.
TLis Section was formed by the Commis-
sionery of Schools at their annual meeting
in June, 1881, subject however to existing
liabilities, With commendable z-al the
rate-payers of the new Scction, which was
named Central Scction No. 29, at their first
annual mecting in September, 1881, voted
money for building purposes, and during
the winter term of the year under con-
siderntion erveted & nest and commodious
school-heuse, which  was sufficicntly far
advanced towards complefion to enabl:
the Trustees to establish and maintain »
school during a greater part of the tern
Just closed. In conscquence of the above
fuct the number of Sections in this In-
spectorial District is now one bundred and
seventy-eight. The ¢ Poor Scetion’ list ar
revised and established contaius the name
ot fifty-seven 8- ctiong, of which number,
however, thirty-nine only, participated
in the extra grauts allotted to such Sec-
tions during some portion of the year
Fifteen Sections were without schoolx
during the ycar, being two lcss than the
outber last reported.

The school accommodation in most Sec-
tions

throughout the Province.

The mumber and grade of teachers and
assistauts employed during the year will
be found in the statistical tables. Many

of the teschers have bren doing good
‘work, and their pupils give eyidence of
hnvum been trained to babits of - thought
and observation, This has been the case
with those especially who were born teach-
ers, and who would be successful in im-
parting instruction uader almost any cir-
cumstances. In a few instances teachers
have been found disharging their duties in
a perfunctory manner, and evidently not
possessing that iuborn guality which
is essential to the success of every educat.

Trustees aud-parenis ave beginning to
appreciate teachers who have a Normal
School training, and whenever possible
secure the service of such téachers in pre-
ference to those who have oot bad the
benefits of such a course of instruction,
The fact is having quite an influence, and
is causing more teachers to attend that In-
stitution from the Distriet than did form-
erly. Inview of the efficiency of that
scho)l under its present able staff of In-
structors, I bhave urged upon the teachers
under my supervision, whenever an oppor-
tonity presented itself, the desirability of
availing themsclves of the
which it now offers. Too much stress
cannot bu lnid upon the importance of
baving a stafl of trained teachers throughout
the Province. ’

The inducements held out to teachers to

fully, are not at present adequate to  the
work which they sre expected to perform.

knowledge. It is to be hoped in view of
this fact that the trustees ‘and rate-payers
will appreciate the situation and the causes

tent as to induce them not only to fit
themselves thioroughly for their work, but
algo to continue in the profession a longer
period than many of them now do.

The remarks made in my last report in
regard to methods of teaching a fuw of the
common branches afe applicable at the
present time. To prevent repetition I
beg to refer you to that report. I believe,
however, that improvement in mcthods
of teaching is being made from year to
year, and that creditable progress is follow-
ing as a natural result,

The daily attendance of pupils at school
h4s not improved. Duming the winter
erm one thousand, six hundred and eizhty-
two children bLetween the ages of five and
JSieen years are reported not at school in
sections The percentage
of enrolled pupils daily present for time in
session during the same term was Jifty-siz
and two-tenths, During the summer term
one thousand, five hundred and thirty-six
children between the ages before named ar-
also reported not at school in sections hav-
ing schobls, while the percertage of enroll-
ed pupils daily present for time in session
was fifly-eight and two-tenths. These figures
show an amount of criminal indifference
on the part of many parents to the educa-
tional advancement of their children
which is very reprehensible.  Judging
from the past, there is apparently no pros-
pect of material improvement short of a
judicious enactment for the, purpose of en-
forcing the attendance of pupils at schools
within reasonable limits. . The bill now
b.fore tae country, entitled, ¢ An  Act to
Secure Better  Attendauce at: Public
Schools,’ so far as I have had an opportu
nity of ascertaining, will meet with ap-
proval in most sections throughout this
district, and, it the same become law, will
be quite generally adopted. 'The provis-
ions of this bill gre so reasonable that they
ought to cnnﬂ;nd themselves to the
favorable consideration of even the oppo-
nents of ecompulsory education

The County Academies at Digby
Aunapolis have been under the charge of
Mr. Alezander McRae and Mr. Israel M.
Longley, A. B., respketively. These
zentlemen are experienced and  successful
teachers. Their duties have been dis-
charged creditably, and considering the
materials which have been at their com-
mand they have achieved satisfactory
sults. I regret to report that ill-health

nterfered with Mr. Longley's usefulness
during a portion of the winter term, and
that he has now deemed it prudent to ab-
<tain from the performance of the duties of
his profession for a time, In regard to

ITS EFFECTS UPON THE SYSTEM AND HOW TO
RECUGNIZE IT.

Mr. John Gamgee expresses his beliet
that as much as one-fifth part of the common
meat of the country— beef, veal, mutton
lamb and pork—comes from aniwals whicl
are considerably diseased. His invastiga-
tions go to show that horned cattle affiet.
ed with pleuro-pnenmonia are much often-
er than not slaughtered on account of the
disgasc, and when slaughtercd arc common
ly caten, even though the lunz disca - h
made such progress as notably to taint the
carcass ; that aniwals affected with foot
and mouth disease are not often slaugh-
tered on account of it; bat, it slaughtered
are uniformly caten ; that the presence of
parasites in.the flesh of an’ animal never
influences the owner against selling it for
food ; that curcasses too obviously ill-con-
gittoued for exposury in the butcher's shop
are abundantly sent to the eankage maker,
or some times pickled “and dried ; that
some sausage makers will utilize even the
most discased organs which can be fur-
nirhed tothem.  Fortunately, tlie appear-
ance of good fresh meat is known to most |,
prople. Tt should be firm and elastic
when touched, scarcely moistening the fin-
ger; it should have a marbled Appearance
from the ramifications of little layers of faf
fmung the muscles, and no bdor beyond
that.which dmhcted:es fresh meat. When
allowed to stand for some time the surface
becomes dry. Bad meat, on the other
hand, is wet and sodden, and continnes so;
it has, morcover, a sickly odor, When the
flesh has & deep purple tint it is probable
that the animal has not been slanghtered,
or else that it has suffired from some
fever. We may lay it down in theofy at
all events that it is only meat of healthy
animals that have been slaughitered which
ir fit for the food of man, and yet there can
