«J. F. 8. asks the best receipt forsolu-
tion for the preservation of fruits in a fresh
state for exhibition purposes. A. Glycerine
has been recommended for the preserva.
tion of fruits, previous to eating which,
the glyeerine should be removed by im
mersing the fruit in water. Dipping the
frait in paraffine is an excellent means of
preserving it. Collodicn will probably be
found most satisfactory for exhibition pur-
poses. A thin coating of this varnish will
entirely prevent the access of air to the
fruit.”
