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—As we predicted a few weeks ago, the
House of Representatives at Washington by-
a sweeping majority passed a bill to repeal
those clauses of the so-called Sherman Act
which requires the government to purchase
a certain quantity of silver bullion each
month. The friends of silver made a gallant
fight, moving amendment after amendment
in favor of free coinage at certain ratios;
but all these were voted down with nega-
tives varying from about 100 to 130, the
largest majority gained by the opponents of
silver at any time during the . divisions,
This settles the silver question so far as the
House of Representatives is concerned. Now
the matter has to be dealt with by the Sen-
ate, where the contest is likely to be equally
keen and the vote much more evenly divided.
The people of the Rocky Mountain states
have until the last hoped for free coinage of
silver at some ratio, even though its rate, as
compared with gold, be as low as twenty to
one: but the recent vote has showed them
the futility of their hopes. The result must
of necessity be a bitter disappointment to
them.

For the first time for a good many years
the United States government finds itself
confronted with the probability of a pretty
large deficit on the present year's transac-
tions. For the months of July and August,
there has been a falling-off in the revenue,
as compared with last year, of over §13,000,-
000, or at the rate of about $75,000,000 a
year. - At the same time the expenditure
has gone on at the same rate as during re-
cent years, the appropriations for pensions
and many of the other services admitting of
no reduction. Much of this loss of revenue
is doubtless caused by the fact that mer-
