They have driven 
the Russians from the vicinity of that 
and are now in force seventy miles 
town to the Takung Ling eastern pass, 
east of New Chwang.

There are thirty-five thousand Rus­
sians strongly entrenched at Liao 
Yang and Haicheng where a battle is 
imminent.

war with China.

The Standard's Tien Tsin correspon­
dent says that the Japanese authori­
ties for some time suspected that 
information of their movements and 
plans were being supplied to Russia. 
The traitor seems to 'have been dis­
covered in a well-known Japanese for­
warding agent in Tien Tsin. who was 
arrested last Monday. He committed 
suicide in the military prison to-day. 
Several other Japanese are suspicioned.

In the absence of any sort of confir­
mation of the rumored engagement be­
tween the Japanese squadron and the 
Russian Vladivostock squadron atten­
tion is more fixed upon the reported 
operations between the Yalu River and

VICEROY ALEXIEFF’S REPORT OF 

TORPEDO ACTION AND BOM­
BARDMENT OF PORT 

ARTHUR.
“Six torpedo boats, which went out 

to sea the night of March 10, four of 
them being umhr the general command 
of Captain Mattoussevitch, encounter­
ed the enemy's torpedo doats followed 
by cruisers.

“A hot action ensued in which the 
torpedo boat destroyer «Ylastroa dis­
charged a Whitehead torpedo and sunk 
one of the enemy’s torpedo boats.

“On the way back the torpedo boat 
destroyer Stereguschtchi, commanded 
by Lieut. Zergueieff, sustained dama­
ges, her engine was disabled and she 
began to founder. By eight o’clock in 
the morning five of our torpedo boat 
desiroyvrs had returned.

“When the critical position of the 
Stereguschtchi became known I hoist­
ed my flag on the cruiser Novik and 
went with the Novik and the cruiser 
Boyiian to the rescue.

“But as five of the enemy’s cruisers 
surrounded our destroyer, and as their 
battleship squadron was approaching, 
I did not succeed in saving the destroy­
er, which foundered. Part of the crew 
was made prisoners and part 
drowned.

“On the ships which participated in 
the night attack, one officer was seri­
ously injured and three others were 
slightly wounded. Two soldiers were 
killed and eighteen were wounded.
