In cegurd to
our own province, we have a suggestion to
make which we hope our government will take
in hand as soon as their broken ranks are filled
and they ean do so convenicutly.  Canada, as
wmany of onr re ulers are aware,employs envelope
stamps of the denomination of five cents fur
colonial use, and ten cents for postage to the
United States. The color of the former is ver-
million, and of the latter, chocolate. They are
both printed on white paper, and present a fine
appearance, These two stamps we have scen
on buff paper, but, according to the best authori-
ties, these have been pronounced forgeries. In
our last we quoted from an cxchange that the
set of essays of envelopes which were intended
for Nova Scotia, were out.  Is New Brunswick
roing to be beaten by Nova Scotia and Canada ?
Ve hope not.  Then, why cannot we have en-
velopes? They ave very useful to merchants
and those having large correspondence, who
would, we feel confident, purchase large quan-
tities of them, as much time and trouble are
saved by their use, and no little inconvenicnce.
The plan has been found to work well both in
Canads and the United States, and, in fact, in
every country that uses them. ~ Immense num-
bers would hkewise be sold to collectors of post-
age stamps, which is pure gain, as those dis-
posed of for that purpose will never be used for
postage.

But we do not wish it to be understood
that our government should issue envelope
stamps for that purpose. No. We want them
for their extreme usefulness alone.  If we ever
have them—and we hope the day is not far dis-
tant WHEN WE WiLL—we hope that the engrav-
ing will equal in everyv respect our present
beautiful and much admired issue of postal
adhesives.
