) French Wﬁeat Crop,

The French wheat crop has been a strong
bull factor recently. Special reports sn the
wheat crop in France, sent to the National
Association of French Millers, are summed up
as follows: The situation is unfavorable in
the most important sections, viz, iu the north,
northwest, west and centre, and also bad in
the northeast. In the ecast, however, an

“ordinary crop is expected, and the injury is un-

importaut in the southwest, south and south-
cast. Two-thirds, thorefore of the total area
have suffered disastrously, but the remaining
third not to any material extent. The extent
of the injury cannot, of course, yet be tixed.
\What hopes might have been entertained that
the plant, would recover have been dispelled by
the uafavorable weather in the past week
which has perhaps donc more harm than the
most severe frosts in mid-winter.

New York Money. Market.

‘The decrcasing bank reserves and appreben-
sinns of heavy gold shipments had an apparent
effect upon the New York loan marvket,
although time murey is still quoted at 44 per
cent. for six months, and a light supply of
