Aad, considering thet
drinkenness prevails so greatly 1o our couatry—that the
paths which lead to it are so numercus, and so full of danger

even ?{ our youth, are ensnarad and ruiaed ; is it not Chris-
tian duty to employ every reasonable prucautionin our
power? ¢In a Sabbath School, consisting at a particular
period of 100 scholars, the character of 65 was, in after
vears, fully known. 38 had become confirmed drunkards;
5 had been tfransported; and 1 bad been the cause of his
mother’s doath in a public-house.” These are startling
facts ; and to parents especially, speak trumpet-tongued their
own application.

Bat you may think that there i3 no danger to your chil-
dren, so long as they are at home, and onder your own
inspection. Supposing this were true, which it is not, we
ask, may you not soon be taken away from them? or, if
spared, are you not looking forward to the breaking up of

1|your family, when some of them must laave the paternal

roof, and encounter, far away from yoar eye and your aid,
the temptations of the world? And bave you no anxieties
about that period ¥ Have you no frars when you remember
how many others have fallen, that some of your children
may fali too? And if they should—if thoss so dear to you,
and at present so promising, should do, as some that you
koow have dore ; oh, how l%eatt-rending ! You eould never
bear it. It would soon bring you to your graves. The very
thought of it is full of angnish. Vell, the point which you
have now lo consider, and which, both for your own and
your chilidren’s sakes, we are anxious that you should decide
nightiy, is this— Whather, in the circumstances suppored,
uzould’ your children be sofer, as trained and fraclised ab-
stainers, or wilkout this training and practice? -

They would be safer, we say, as trained and practised
abstainers. And here are our reasons; and we invite afl
reasonable men to ponder them ; and eall on all upright men
to carry them out practically, so far as they see reasen in
them :—

As trained and practised abstainess, they go jorth armed
within and wifkouf. As applied to the young especially,
total abstinence is not a system of mera negation. It seoks
ot only to pravent avil, but to implant good; not merely to
prohibit pleasures that are pernicious, but to put pleasures
that are pure, and refining, and canobling, in their room.
la our societies,” acecordingly, in addition 1o instruction in
sbstinence principles, and counsels andl cautions in reference
to the dangars arising from the drinks and drinking usages
of our counisy, thers is a regular system of intellsctaal and
moral {raining; and the whole is carried on ia the spitit,
and Ballowed by ihe services of teligion. Thus do we

l))mux childten. And may
we not hope that, by the Divine blessing, these endeavors
will not be altogather iw vain ; sad that they wall go forth
to tho wosld internally stronger, and therelore safer, than
those who bave not been so disoiplined 7

But thn precticed abstainer goes forth, not only armed
witbin, but armed without. At home, he had his Jittie trials
as an abstainer, and overcame them. And these little trials
at home wers preparing him tor succersfully encountering
tho grester tnials that await him in the world; and he goas
forth not only with the prestige of onc thet has already bagn :f
