On Thursday, Holy [nuocent’s Day, the
Rector drove down to the Victoria Home
to give the staff an opportunity to keep
their Christmas Communion, taking with
him a substantial remembrance of the
jovous season fram the children and
pasents and others of the congregation of
St John's, consisting of toys, and sweots,
ete., which were wmuch appreciated by
the children on the Friday evening,when
their annual Christinns Tree was held in
the Home.

ing of unrest, mixed with patriotism, has

bheen mint evident amongst us, and it
culminated on Tuesday, Jan. 20d. in some
30 of the bravest and best of our young

men answering to the rolt call of volun
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teers for uctive service in South Africa.
The Rector of 8t. Juhn's presented ench
of the young men goiug out from the
congregations of 8t, Johu's and 8t. Mart-
in’s, with » copy of !l:e Prayer Book with
Hymns A. & M., a yift that was most
graciously aud thankfally sccepted with
feelings that told of a link that would
bind them still to ug in that fur off land,
and us to them, Gods bless tlu;se lads,
brave as lious; staiwart and true may
they prove to themselves, to one anather,
amidst the scenes of the nvise of battle,
It is too suon vet to speak of the change
und lons the Parishes sustain by the de-
purture of these young men, but we
hope and pray that those who are left
will’ stand in the gap and guard the
Churel’s interesta and welfare till they
come bhuck to as.

Dear pmpie, keep these young hearts
fresh and ever green in your memories.
Find your way ‘often to the House of
Gud, and there pray for their saie-keep-
ing amidst the nuise of battle and the
cluss of war.  Thix is the least we can do

for them, when they have so nobly and
s bravely yielded themselves for the
honar and glory of the British Empire,
and for the peace of the Rritish (‘l‘ﬂu\\'n.
God bless, preserve, and keep them, now

and forever. Amen.
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
