Dear Sir,—In your issue of August Gth
you have a paragraph with reference to
City of Winnipeg asphalt plant, in which
you say that the average cost of asphalt
per square yard is $2.78.  This appears
to be taken from table on page 64, which
includes expenditure on curbing, street
railway tracks, cte. The actual cost of
the asphalt per square vard was $2.03, in
addition to which we charge zo cents per
square yard to cover maintenance,  This
makes the cost $2.23 per square yard on
the basis of specifications on which con.
trictors tender.

Qu page 63 of the report referced to you
will find table of comparative costs com-
piled by Mr. F. V. E. Bardol, Uity Engi-
neer of Buffalo, in which, on the basis of
Reftalo prices, the cost of Winnipeg asphalt
is placed at $1.76 per square yard.

Freight on cement and asplalt are
largze items in the cost of our work in
Winnipeg.
