Registration of Poisons.

Under the above caption a number of articles
have appeared in several drug journals, intend-
ed as cautions or warnings to druggists in
reference more particularly to the oule of
propristary articles containing poisons such as
are enumerated in achedule A of the Ontario
Pharmacy Act, and holding that under the
provisions of this Act, which differs but little
. from that of the Pharmacueticul Acts of
: other Provinces, that the druggist selling such
" articles without registration of such sale is
subject to the penalities of said act. This may
appear very well in theory, but looking at the

. miatter from a druggist's standpoint, we think
that the absurdity of such an idea cun be casily
shown. We claim, and it is a fact almost
" universally admitted that with denggists as o
: rule caution, somctimes even cartied to an
excoss, is displayed in the sale of dangerous
. drugs, and the public gencrally feel themselves
safe in leaving these matters in their hands, but
when a customer asks for a bottle of syrup of
hypophosphites, which the druggist kuows to
contaiu strychmine, or a soothing syrup con.
taining opium, or a chlorodync coutaining

. hydracyanic acid, or a cough mixture containing

| tartar emetic, or a liniment containing oil oi
cedar, should it be incumbent on lnm to an
to his t that one containg
strychuine, an aer oil of cedar, and so on,
and that the sale must be registered and the
bottle labeled “ Poison” hefore it is sent out,
‘We think not, although this is the view some
of the writers of the articles mentioned scemn to
take of it. The Chemist anl Druggist says that
laccording to their interpretation of the English
‘Act, druggists ave liable if they do not register,
and the organ of the Outario College of Phar-
macy endorses this view as being also applicable
rn Canada. Lot us glance at the scction of the

Ontario Act which applics, viz., sec. 26 : *“No
tpernon shall sell any poison vamed in the fivst

thu l ritish Pharmacepaia, or are sold us pre-
parations of ursenic, and when it says Carbolie
Acid it does not mean that because some oil or
lotion containg this acid it should be treated
as the acid itself, for this latter is the cvident
reasoning of some of the articles.

The Druggist certainly is sufliciently hedged
around now with legislation and ennctments
without trying to heset him still more by imag
inary construction of the laws.  What with the
Pharmacy Act, the Liguor License Act, the
Medical Act, which prevents him recommending
anything to his customers whereby he may
make a profit, he is certainly prettly well look
ed after and if any stricter cnactments are
made, they might as well legislate him out of
existence.  If the law can be so construed as to
necessitate the registering of all salesof proprie-
tary medicines and other articles containing
poisons, the seoner it is amended the better, as
we all know from past experience thas there are
too many unscruptilons people resdy to take
any advantage of apparent technicalities to reap
