The
Bishoep brought the tidings of his appuintment as
Sufitagan Bishop of Ripon, with the title of Bishop
of IMuil, The fact that he was abouul to retire {rom
the charge of the Diccese surprised some, bat when
his advancing years are cousidered anid the arduons
nature of the duties of o Colouind Bishop it will
not be considered surprizing that he should seck a
position of less toil and diflicalty. For some time
he has hinted that a Coadjutor would be needed,
butb he has probably taken the wiser course in re-
signing and leaving the Diocese free to choose a
successor who will b able alone to discharge the
dutices pertaining to the office of a Bishop. Public

sentiment appears to be against Coadjutor Iishops,
as it is tantamount to depriving the clergy and laity s
of the privilege of electing their own Dishop, and !
virtually allows a Bishop to appoint his own sue-!
cessor.  Bishop Helhauth kas been for many years:
a prominent figure in Church life in Canada.  He.
has done much to promote the cause of religious

during the twelve years of his Episcopate. Ilis
withdrawal from Canada will be felt, ind we wish
him many years of usefulness in the houorable
position which he has heen called on io fill in the
Mother Chareh, Tt i premature to speak of his
prolisble suceessor,  Bishop Sullivan is spoken of
and would probably be the choice of the Synod if
he can bring himself to veliuquish tie work in Al-
goma 1o which he wax so yecently appointed by the
Provineial Synod.  The Bishop of Turonta, an old
Huron man, is also favorably spoken of, and other
names are mentioned ; but it is too soon yot to in-
dicale any porson us the probable successor of
Bishop Hellmuth. Tt us pray that a wise and
tuithiul Bishop may be given to this important and
promising portion of the Tord’s vineyard.
